Chairman Monty Crump called the February 23, 2023 N.C. Wildlife Resources Commission
meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. in the Commission Room at the agency’s headquarters in Raleigh.
Crump reminded everyone that the meeting is being audio streamed live and will be available at
www.ncwildlife.org.

Commissioner John Stone gave the invocation.

MINUTES OF DECEMBER 8, 2022 MEETING

On a motion by Landon Zimmer and second by John Coley, the Minutes of the December 8, 2022
meeting were approved as presented in EXHIBIT A.

ADMINISTRATION

Charonda Lee, Budget Analyst, presented a status report in EXHIBIT B on the Wildlife Resources
Commission General Fund, Capital Improvement Fund, and the Endowment Fund.

COMMITTEE MEETING REPORTS

Habitat, Nongame, Endangered Species Committee Report — February 22,2023 — Mark Craig
Chair, reported the Committee met on February 22, 2023. Mr. Jeff Hall, Wildlife Biologist II,
presented an informative overview of snake species found in the longleaf pine ecosystem of North
Carolina. Although much longleaf pine habitat has been altered or lost, the Commission’s game
lands provide habitat for many snake species due to use of beneficial management practices such
as prescribed burning and low basal area forest management. Mr. Hall also provided information
about a website that aids identification of reptiles and amphibians and Herp Mapper, an app that
can be used to submit sightings. Dr. Sara Schweitzer, Wildlife Management Division Assistant
Chief, followed Mr. Hall with a presentation of the Southern Hognose Snake Conservation Plan.
The HNGES Committee approved posting the plan on the Commission’s website for a 30-day
public comment period. Ms. Rachael Hoch, Inland Fisheries Division Assistant Chief, presented
reintroduction proposals for four aquatic species. The first proposal was to reintroduce the state
listed Freshwater Drum into the upper French Broad River. The remaining three proposals were
to reintroduce federally listed species — the Roanoke Logperch into the upper Mayo River, the
Magnificent Ramshorn into the Green Swamp Game Land, and the Spotfin Chub into four
watersheds including the upper French Broad River, the Swannanoa River, the South Toe River,
and the Tuckasegee River. The Commission will use its Candidate Conservation Agreement with
Assurances and Safe Harbor Agreement for the reintroductions of the three federally listed species.
All reintroduction proposals were approved by the HNGES Committee.

Rules Committee Report — February 22, 2023 — David Hoyle, Vice Chair, reported the Rules
Committee met February 22, 2023, and received several updates on current and upcoming rules.
First was a rundown of the public comments for the annual rule cycle proposals and an explanation
of the form letter comments and unrelated rule suggestions received. Due to the number of rule
suggestions submitted during annual cycle comment periods and throughout the year, a rule
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suggestion portal has been added to the regulations webpage. Rule suggestions will be compiled
and reviewed annually by staff and Commissioners prior to the subsequent annual cycle. Next the
final group of periodic review rules were discussed. Seven rules were presented that will go to the
full Commission for vote to notice text in April. Finally, the plan for adoption of permanent
Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) rules was discussed and Commissioners received an explanation
of the petition for rulemaking on the Columbus County Game Land that will be added to the April
Commission meeting agenda.

Fisheries Committee Report — February 22, 2023 — John Stone, Chair, reported the Fisheries
Committee met on February 22, 2023. Lawrence Dorsey, Piedmont Fisheries Supervisor, provided
an overview of a project which specifically showed that Bodie Bass escape low oxygenated water
during warmer summer months which is different from Striped Bass. Information from the project
on habitat usage, areas where fish can be located, and when they can be found will be shared with
anglers via various media sources. Thomas Johnson, District 7 Fisheries Biologist, provided an
update of how mountain fisheries staff are identifying select streams for Brook Trout restorations.
To date, three streams have been restored in District 7 with more planned, and staff have identified
over 100 potential restoration sites across the mountain region. Mark Fowlkes, Piedmont Aquatic
Habitat Enhancement Coordinator, gave an overview of the Inland Fisheries Division program to
establish native aquatic vegetation throughout the state. Staff have worked diligently over the past
decade to establish a native plant grow out facility at the Sykes Depot in Mebane, and with
generous donations from AFTCO, Fish America Foundation, and Wired 2 Fish, the division plans
to expand the facility in 2024. Christian Waters, Inland Fisheries Chief, provided a review of two
socioeconomic studies for inland fishing in North Carolina and trout fishing in the mountain
region. The 2017 study demonstrated that inland fishing contributed $4.18 billion to North
Carolina’s economy while a 2014 study of mountain trout fishing showed an overall contribution
of $383 million to North Carolina’s economy with $250 million attributed to stocked trout
fisheries. The trout fishing study is currently being repeated with results expected later this
summer. In closing, he provided a reminder of the harvest season dates in April for Roanoke River
Striped Bass.

Big Game Committee Report — February 22,2023 — David Hoyle, Chair, reported the Big Game
Committee met on February 22, 2023, to discuss several topics. First, Brad Howard, Wildlife
Management Division Chief, gave a brief update about the current elk bill that was introduced in
the legislature, and the committee did have brief discussion related to elk hunting, including
comments from Representative Jay Adams. Next, Brad gave a presentation about this year’s bear
harvest update. Then, Moriah Boggess, Deer Biologist, presented on the upcoming Western Deer
Season forums that will discuss potential changes to the western deer season. These changes are
coming at the request of deer hunters in that area, but as pointed out the changes would result in
biological improvements for our deer seasons. The discussion then moved to CWD and the results
of this year’s sampling efforts. Staff presented on suggestions for next year’s sampling efforts and
the Committee discussed the numerous complexities of CWD on the landscape. In closing, the
Committee commended all the agency staff’s efforts this year.

Committee of the Whole Report — February 22, 2023 — Monty Crump, Chair, reported the
Committee of the Whole met February 22, 2023. Based on pending legislative review of previous
Inland Fisheries and Land and Water Access rules, the Committee agreed to postpone
consideration of the new rule proposals until the March 30" virtual meeting and removed those
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exhibits from the agenda. The revised agenda and exhibit package is online. The Committee then
reviewed a proposed lease amendment for the Weldon Boating Access Area; two water safety
rules for notice of text; the 2023-2024 Wildlife Management rule proposals and public comments
for consideration of adoption; and proposed changes to Big Game Harvest Reporting and Vessel
Numbering, for notice of text. Finally, Director Ingram asked Dr. David Cobb to come up to the
front and be recognized for 25 years of distinguished service to the Commission and the wildlife
resources of the State of North Carolina. Dr. Cobb is retiring from the Commission effective April
Ist.

Success”. The presentation highlighted how the National Wild Turkey Federation has supported
many WRC projects for turkey transfers, equipment, habitat, outreach, land acquisition, law
enforcement, and research.

Draughon, President, presented a donation check from the NC State Chapter of the National Wild
Turkey Federation’s Super Fund Program for wildlife management and land acquisition projects
across the state that benefit wild turkey habitat.

Draughon presented the National Wild Turkey Federation’s North Carolina Officer of the Year
Award to Senior Officer Hunter Perdue.

The Town of Sunset Beach in Brunswick County has requested temporary rulemaking by
the Wildlife Resources Commission to establish a no-wake zone in part of South Jinks
Creek during Phase 2 of a dredging project.

The temporary no-wake zone until dredging is completed will mitigate hazards to
dredging equipment, boater safety, and navigation.

Phase 2 of the Town of Sunset Beach Shallow Draft Navigation Project has been delayed by a
moratorium on dredging from April 1 - November 1, 2023. Phase 2 of the dredging project
will include part of the navigation channel, the feeder channel and four finger canals, and the
bay area.

Staff recommends approval to submit public notice of the temporary Rule to the Office of
Administrative Hearings, accept public comment, and hold a public hearing. After the
public comment closes, the proposed temporary rule will be presented for final adoption in
the summer.

Game Land. The Shecut Tract borders the Great Smoky Mountains National Park. The Shecut Tract will help connect/fill in
gaps along the border with the Great Smokey Mountains National Park and the William H. Silver Game Land.

(including no more than 3 scoters, 3 long-tailed ducks, or 3 eiders and no more than 1 female
eider). The season for scaup may be split into 2 segments, with one segment consisting of 40
consecutive days with a 1-scaup daily bag limit, and the second segment consisting of 20
consecutive days with a 2-scaup daily bag limit.

Closures: The season on harlequin ducks is closed.

Merganser Limits: The daily bag limit of mergansers is 5. In States that include
1



mergansers in the duck bag limit, the daily limit is the same as the duck bag limit.

Coot Limits: The daily bag limit is 15 coots.

Zoning and Split Seasons: Delaware, Florida, Georgia, Rhode Island, South Carolina,
and West Virginia may split their seasons into 3 segments. Maine, Massachusetts, New
Hampshire, New Jersey, and Vermont may select seasons in each of 3 zones; Pennsylvania may
select seasons in each of 4 zones; and New York may select seasons in each of 5 zones; and all
these States may split their season in each zone into 2 segments. Connecticut, Maryland, North
Carolina, and Virginia may select seasons in each of 2 zones; and all these States may split their
season in each zone into 3 segments. Connecticut, Maryland, North Carolina, and Virginia
must conduct an evaluation of the impacts of zones and splits on hunter dynamics (e.g., hunter

numbers, satisfaction) and harvest during the 2021-25 seasons.

Scoters, Eiders, and Long-tailed Ducks

A craft under power may be used to shoot and retrieve dead or crippled sea ducks in the Sea
Duck Area in the Atlantic Flyway. The Sea Duck Area includes all coastal waters and all

waters of rivers and streams seaward from the first upstream bridge in Maine, New Hampshire,
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut, and New York; in New Jersey, all coastal waters
seaward from the International Regulations for Preventing Collisions at Sea (COLREGS)
Demarcation Lines shown on National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA)
Nautical Charts and further described in 33 CFR 80.165, 80.501, 80.502, and 80.503; in any
waters of the Atlantic Ocean and in any tidal waters of any bay that are separated by at least 1
mile of open water from any shore, island, and emergent vegetation in South Carolina.

and Georgia; and in any waters of the Atlantic Ocean and in any tidal waters of any bay that are
separated by at least 800 yards of open water from any shore, island, and emergent vegetation in
Delaware, Maryland, North Carolina, and Virginia; and provided that any such areas have been
described, delineated, and designated as special sea duck hunting areas under the hunting
regulations adopted by the respective States. Sea ducks may be taken only during the regular
open season for ducks and are part of the regular duck season daily bag (not to exceed 4 total sea
ducks and no more than 3 scoters, 3 eiders [one hen eider], and 3 long-tailed ducks) and

possession limits.



Canada Geese
Special Early Canada Goose Seasons:

A Canada goose season of up to 15 days during September 1-15 may be selected for the
Eastern Unit of Maryland. Seasons not to exceed 30 days during September 1-30 may be
selected for Connecticut, Florida, Georgia, New Jersey, New York (Long Island Zone only),
North Carolina, Rhode Island, and South Carolina. Seasons may not exceed 25 days during
September 1-25 in the remainder of the Flyway. Areas open to the hunting of Canada geese
must be described, delineated, and designated as such in each State's hunting regulations.

Daily Bag Limits: Not to exceed 15 Canada geese.

Shooting Hours: One-half hour before sunrise to sunset, except that during any special
early Canada goose season, shooting hours may extend to one-half hour after sunset if all other

waterfowl seasons are closed in the specific applicable area.

Regular Canada Goose Seasons
Season Lengths, Outside Dates, and Limits: Specific regulations for Canada geese are
shown below by State. These seasons may also include white-fronted geese in an aggregate

daily bag limit. Unless specified otherwise, seasons may be split into two segments.

North Carolina

RP Zone: An 80-day season may be held between October 1 and March 10, with a 5-bird
daily bag limit. The season may be split into 3 segments.

Northeast Hunt Unit. A 30-day season may be held between the Saturday prior to
December 25 (December 23) and January 31, with a 2-bird daily bag limit.

Light Geese
Season Lengths, Outside Dates, and Limits: States may select a 107-day season between
October 1 and March 10, with a 25-bird daily bag limit and no possession limit. States may split

their seasons into three segments.



Brant
Season Lengths, Outside Dates, and Limits: States may select a 30-day season between
the Saturday nearest September 24 (September 23) and January 31, with a 1-bird daily bag

limit. States may split their seasons into two segments.

Swans

General Swan Season: In portions of the Atlantic Flyway (Delaware, North Carolina, and
Virginia) and the Central Flyway (North Dakota, South Dakota [east of the Missouri
River], and that portion of Montana in the Central Flyway), an open season for
taking a limited number of swans may be selected. Permits will be issued by
the States that authorize the take of no more than 1 swan per permit. A second
permit may be issued to hunters from unused permits remaining after the first
drawing.

Each State choosing a general swan season must evaluate hunter participation, species-
specific swan harvest, and hunter compliance in providing measurements of harvested
swans for species identification. Each State should use appropriate measures
to maximize hunter compliance with the State’s program for swan harvest
reporting. Each State must achieve a hunter compliance of at least 80 percent
in providing species-determinant measurements of harvested swans for
species identification. Each State must provide to the Service by June 30
following the swan season, a report detailing hunter participation, species specific
swan harvest, and hunter compliance in reporting harvest.

Tundra Swan Season: In lieu of a general swan hunting season, states may select a season
only for tundra swans. States selecting a season only for tundra swans must obtain harvest and
hunter participation data.

These general swan seasons and tundra swan seasons are also subject to the following
conditions:
In the Atlantic Flyway

— The season may be 90 days, between October 1 and January 31.

— In Delaware, no more than 347 permits may be issued.
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— In North Carolina, no more than 4,721 permits may be issued.

— In Virginia, no more than 532 permits may be issued.

Common Moorhens and Purple Gallinules

Outside Dates: Between September 1 and January 31 in the Atlantic, Mississippi, and
Central Flyways.

Hunting Seasons and Daily Bag Limits: Seasons may not exceed 70 days in the Atlantic,
Mississippi, and Central Flyways. Seasons may be split into 2 segments. The daily bag limit is
15 common moorhens and purple gallinules, singly or in the aggregate of the two species.

Zoning: Seasons may be selected by zones established for duck hunting.

Rails

Outside Dates: States included herein may select seasons between September 1 and
January 31 on clapper, king, sora, and Virginia rails.

Hunting Seasons: Seasons may not exceed 70 days and may be split into 2 segments.
Daily Bag Limits

Clapper and King Rails: In Connecticut, Delaware, Maryland, New Jersey, and Rhode
Island, 10, singly or in the aggregate of the two species. In Alabama, Florida, Georgia,
Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina, Texas, and Virginia, 15, singly or in the
aggregate of the two species.

Sora and Virginia Rails: In the Atlantic, Mississippi, and Central Flyways and the
Pacific Flyway portions of Colorado, Montana, New Mexico, and Wyoming, 25 rails, singly or

in the aggregate of the two species. The season is closed in the remainder of the Pacific Flyway.

Snipe

Outside Dates: Between September 1 and February 28, except in Connecticut, Delaware,
Maine, Maryland, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, New Jersey, New York, Rhode Island,
Vermont, and Virginia, where the season must end no later than January 31.

Hunting Seasons and Daily Bag Limits: Seasons may not exceed 107 days and may be

split into two segments. The daily bag limit is 8 snipe.
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Zoning: Seasons may be selected by zones established for duck hunting.

American Woodcock

Outside Dates: States in the Eastern and Central Management Regions may select
hunting seasons between September 13 and January 31.

Hunting Seasons and Daily Bag Limits: Seasons may not exceed 45 days in the Eastern
and Central Regions. The daily bag limit is 3. Seasons may be split into two segments.

Zoning: New Jersey may select seasons in each of two zones. The season in each zone

may not exceed 36 days.

Doves
Outside Dates: Between September 1 and January 31 in the Eastern Management Unit,
and between September 1 and January 15 in the Central and Western Management Units, except

as otherwise provided, States may select hunting seasons and daily bag limits as follows:

Eastern Management Unit

Hunting Seasons and Daily Bag Limits: Not more than 90 days, with a daily bag limit of
15 mourning and white-winged doves in the aggregate.

Zoning and Split Seasons: States may select hunting seasons in each of two zones. The
season within each zone may be split into not more than three periods. Regulations for bag and
possession limits, season length, and shooting hours must be uniform within specific hunting

zones.

Special Falconry Regulations

In accordance with 50 CFR 21.29, falconry is a permitted means of taking migratory
game birds in any State except for Hawaii. States may select an extended season for taking
migratory game birds in accordance with the following:

Extended Seasons: For all hunting methods combined, the combined length of the
extended season, regular season, and any special or experimental seasons must not exceed 107

days for any species or group of species in a geographical area. Each extended season may be
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divided into a maximum of 3 segments.

Framework Dates: Seasons must fall between September 1 and March 10.

Daily Bag Limits: Falconry daily bag limits for all permitted migratory game birds must
not exceed 3 birds, singly or in the aggregate, during extended falconry seasons, any special or
experimental seasons, and regular hunting seasons in all States, including those that do not select
an extended falconry season.

Regular Seasons: General hunting regulations, including seasons and hunting hours,
apply to falconry. Regular season bag limits do not apply to falconry. The falconry bag limit is

not in addition to gun limits.

Resources such as Duck Unlimited and Delta Waterfowl have stated that hunting pressure
will move ducks around the landscape but it is weather and the availability of food and open water that
pushes ducks farther south in their migration. Research being lead by Dr. Bradly Cohen of Tennessee Tech
University is indicating that ducks find save havens during the season in response to hunting pressure but
may not move out of the area unless forced to by weather. While Sunday hunting is not its focus, the
following article provides some insight into how ducks move during the hunting season:

Extended Falconry Season Highlights & WMD Staff
Recommendations for 2023-24 Extended Falconry Seasons for
Migratory Game Bird Species

General Restrictions/Guidelines

e Seasons must fall between September 1 and March 10

e Total days available for falconry cannot exceed 107 (for each species) and includes regular,
i.e., gun seasons, experimental seasons and extended falconry seasons

e The falconry daily bag limit is 3 permitted migratory game birds, singly or in the aggregate.
The regular, i.e., gun season bag limits for individual species do not apply.

e FEach extended season may be divided into a maximum of 3 segments

e The falconry bag limit is not in addition to the gun bag limit

WMD Staff Recommendations

If the Commission chooses staff recommended “gun” seasons as presented, we recommend the
following extended falconry seasons.

Mourning dove/White-winged dove October 9 — October 21

Rails, Gallinule and Moorhens December 9 — January 13

Woodcock December 1 — December 9 and February 3 —
February 24

Ducks, mergansers and coots October 2 — October 14 and February 1 —
February 10

Staff Recommendations to Allow Take of Migrant Peregrine Falcons
From the Wild for Usein Falconry - 2023

The Atlantic, Mississippi, and Central Flyway Councils approved an allowable take of 144
Peregrine Falcons by falconers. Based upon this allocation, the USFWS is allowing the
take of up to 48 fall migrants in 2023 east of 100 degrees W longitude to Atlantic Flyway
states. North Carolina is allocated up to 5 birds.

Based on this allocation of up to 5 birds for take from within North Carolina, WMD staff
recommends that the WRC accept the USFWS allocation framework and establish a
season in 2023 with the following stipulations.

e Total allowable take is up to 5 birds during the period from September 20, 2023
through October 20, 2023.

e Any bird taken must be a juvenile.

e Take would be allowed only by permit from the WRC and only east of US Highway
17.

e No banded birds could be taken. Any banded birds captured must be released
immediately at the site of capture.

e Permits will be issued through our special hunts permitting system (random).

e Anindividual issued a permit must have the proper state and federal falconry
licenses/permits.

e Each person receiving a permit must complete a post-season survey provided by
WMD staff and submit that survey no later than December 15, 2023.
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
