Dr. DP Singla, Chief Financial Olfficer, presented a status report in EXHIBIT D on the Wildlife
Resources Commission General Fund, Capital Improvement Fund, and the Endowment Fund.

Exhibit D is incorporated into the official record of this meeting.

COMMITTEE MEETING REPORTS

Rules Committee Report — September 13, 2022 — Wes Seegars, Chair, reported the Rules
Committee held an out of cycle meeting on September 13, 2022, to review rule proposals for the
2023-2024 annual rulemaking cycle. First, Daron Barnes, Land and Water Access Division Chief,
introduced 12 proposed changes to game land management rules, and after discussion, the
committee recommended moving forward with 11 proposals. Christian Waters, Inland Fisheries
Division Chief, followed up with the proposed rules for inland fisheries. Nine proposals were
presented, and all are recommended to move forward. Lastly, Brad Howard, Wildlife Management
Division Chief, introduced the proposed wildlife management rule changes, and the committee
recommends moving forward with all eight proposed changes. The final rule proposals for the
2023-2024 annual cycle will be presented at the meeting today for vote to notice text and open the
public comment period.

Migratory Birds and Waterfowl Committee Report — October 19, 2022 — Wes Seegars, Vice-
Chair, reported the Migratory Bird and Waterfowl Committee met on October 19, 2022, and
received several interesting updates and reports from Doug Howell, Migratory Game Bird
Coordinator. Doug presented a brief update on the Dove Hunter opinion survey that just closed.
Next, Doug shared information with us about the black-bellied whistling ducks range expansion
and the documentation of breeding in North Carolina. Finally, Doug gave a very good report on
the recent American black duck study and all the interesting information learned about North
Carolina’s breeding black duck population. Having no further business, the Committee adjourned.
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Fisheries Committee Report — October 19, 2022 — John Stone, Chair, reported that the
Committee met on October 19, 2022. Powell Wheeler, District 9 Fisheries Biologist, provided a
new stocking effort to maintain Smallmouth Bass in Fontana Lake and Lake James that began in
spring of this year, and over the next few years, staff will continue stocking and monitoring the
population to evaluate the efficacy of this effort. Jake Rash, Mountain Region Coldwater Fisheries
Research Coordinator, presented an update on how other state, federal, and tribal agencies across
the southeast manage catch and release stocked trout fisheries. Chris Wood, District 8 Fisheries
Biologist, provided an overview of Walleye management throughout reservoirs in Western North
Carolina where invasive species introductions, especially river herring, have created challenges
for Walleye recruitment. Christian Waters, Inland Fisheries Division Chief, provided an update
on plans under development which include reservoir Striped Bass and Bodie Bass, Black Bass,
Trout, and Walleye. Christian shared that trout will be available this year for the Winter Trout
Small Impoundment Stocking program which provides trout for small impoundments as far east
as Tarboro. Christian also explained that estuarine Striped Bass management is scheduled to be
discussed at the November Marine Fisheries Commission meeting. An additional update will
likely be provided at the December Commission meeting.

Finance, Audit and Compliance Committee Report — October 19, 2022 — Landon Zimmer,
Chair, reported that the Finance Committee met yesterday, Oct 19, 2022. Dr. DP Singla, Chief
Financial Officer, presented a comparison of the current fiscal year 2023 and fiscal year 2022 for
periods ending in August, showcasing both revenues and expenditures for the General and Capital
Improvement funds. Explanations were provided for any variances of more than one million
dollars. In addition to explaining earning details in the Bond Index Fund and Equity Index Fund,
the Committee also reviewed the balances and Asset Allocation of the Endowment Fund as of
August 2022. Then, Gary Gardner, Engineering Division Chief, presented a 4-year forecast of
Capital Improvement projects where Endowment Funds will be needed. This 4-year forecast
equals almost $47 million, with the Samarcand facility being about $10 million and the Setzer
Hatchery being about $35 million. Gary’s presentation was then followed up by Dr. DP Singla
who discussed the Bond Index Fund and Equity Index Fund ratios for further direction to the WRC
staff. Finally, the Finance Committee agreed to continue the transfer of funds from Bond Index
Fund to Equity Index Fund in the amount of $2,000,000 each month for 12 months starting in the
month of November 2022 and will assess again next year in October 2023.

Motion from the Finance, Audit, and Compliance Committee — On a motion by Brad Stanback,
and second by Jim Ruffin, the Commission approved a motion to move $2 million per month from
the Endowment Fund’s Bond Index Fund to the Equity Index Fund for a period of twelve months
beginning November 2022.

Big Game Committee Report — October 19, 2022 — David Hoyle, Chair, reported the Big Game
Committee met yesterday, October 19th. The Committee received a presentation from Dr.
Christina Watkins, Lead Social Scientist, on the recently completed elk landowner survey. James
Tomberlin, WMD Mountain Regional Operations Supervisor, then updated the Committee on the
current ongoing efforts of CWD work both statewide and most specifically in the surveillance
area. Finally, we received an update from Jessica Braunstein, a doctoral student with the
University of Tennessee, who gave us an overview and update of the current elk population
estimation and modeling work. All the field sampling work has been completed, and the final
report should be finished by next spring. Having no further business, the Committee adjourned.
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Committee of the Whole Report — August 17, 2022 — Monty Crump, Chair, The Committee of
the Whole met yesterday at 2:00. The meeting began with the presentation of the 2023-2024 annual
cycle rules for notice of text and the proposed adoption of temporary rules for the surveillance
areas. Next, we received incredibly valuable updates from our partners at the Eastern Band of
Cherokee Indians by Natural Resources Director Mike Lavoie, the United States Forest Service
by the National Forests in North Carolina Forest Supervisor James Melonas, and the Great Smoky
Mountains National Park by Wildlife Technician Ryan Williamson. Next, the Committee received
a very informative update from Hannah Plumpton on Ruffed Grouse and an update on rabbit
hemorrhagic disease from Brad Howard. In other business, Daron Barnes gave a brief update on
agency activities for the Caswell small game, game land. Finally, after a few housekeeping items,
and there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:20.

At this time The Nature Conservancy (TNC) is taking the lead on this tract to acquire it more swiftly. The landowners
collectively agreed to reject a competing offer from other interested buyers and work with TNC.

There is ~0.55 mi. of frontage on the Roanoke River and ~2.36 mi. of the main Looking Glass Run (about half both banks).
Much work has been done and is planned in this region of the Roanoke River to restore connectivity for anadromous fish
passage. The Nature Conservancy (TNC) is working to identify critical culverts which are being removed and replaced with
low-water crossings and bridges where possible to aid the movement of young fish to and from the floodplain swamps and
sloughs during prolonged high-water events. Currently, a parternship project (TNC/WRC) is in the advanced planning
stages on the game land 0.4 mi. to the north of this tract to remove a culvert crossing and replace with a bridge over the
northern fork of Looking Glass Run. Estimates of the acreage of the various types and ages of habitats/forests are: 206 ac.
of pine sawtimber (thinned 2010), 218 ac. of mature mixed pine-hardwood, 110 ac. of bottomland hardwood floodplain
forest (much clearcut in 2010), 83.5 ac. of agricultural fields, 71.5 ac. recently clearcut (2020), 48 ac. older clearcut (2015),
47 ac. mixed natural regen (2005), 30 ac. pine pulpwood (2005), and 9.5 ac. of open water/seasonal swamp. The field
acreage is currently farmed by an adjacent landowner and will be leased out like our other large rental fields in the area.

(h) Enforcement. If an agent of the Commission discovers markers and navigational aids that do not conform to
USATONS standards, that are placed without lawful authority or permission, or that fail to mark the defined regulated
area, written notice shall be served upon the individuals responsible for the improper placement of the markers or
navigational aids. Failure to take action to correct the deficiency within 10 days, in accordance with the written notice,
shall be a violation of this Rule.
(1) Miscellaneous Restrictions. Except for mooring buoys or markers that are specifically permitted by State or federal
law, it shall be unlawful to tie a vessel to any waterway marker, as specified in 33 CFR 70.05. It shall be unlawful for
any unauthorized person to move, remove, damage, block, paint over, or tamper with any marker lawfully placed in

the waters of North Carolina in conformity with these rules or USATONS standards.

PERMANENT RULEMAKING NOTICE OF TEXT FOR PROPOSED AMENDMENTS
TO 15A NCAC 10F .0308 - CLAY COUNTY

As part of the agency’s Periodic Review of Rules, staff requests consideration of rulemaking to
publish Notice of Text for four amendments to 15A NCAC 10F .0308 — Clay County on Chatuge
Lake. The proposed amendments will extend a no-wake zone at Ho Hum Campground boat ramp;
remove an existing no-wake zone in the waters of McCracken Cove because of the lack of
necessity to mitigate substantial boater safety hazards there; codify into the North Carolina
Administrative Code (NCAC) an existing marked swimming area that was added by Clay County
at the Clay County Recreational Park, within a no-wake zone that was codified in the same area in
2021; and codify into the NCAC a Restricted Area where recreational activity and vessel speed
shall be limited at the longstanding Jack Rabbit Mountain Swim Area and no-wake zone.

Agency Enforcement has investigated the four areas. The Assessment Matrix for the Ho Hum
Campground (Attachment A and Map) notes several hazards to boater safety and navigation
including a narrow shallow channel that drops to 20 feet wide at low water. There is a boat dock
that docks as many as 40 boats, beside the very busy boat ramp. The current 50-yard no-wake zone
ends only 10 yards from the boat dock, which is not of sufficient size to regulate vessel speed
there. The extended no-wake zone will include the narrow channel, boat ramp, and boat dock.

An Assessment Matrix was completed to consider sufficient boater safety hazards that might exist
in McCracken Cove (Attachment B and Map), which has been marked as a no-wake zone since
2004. Enforcement staff noted that the cove contains nine docks and a private boat ramp in the
back of the cove that is not open to the public. Staff assessed that boater safety hazards within
McCracken Cove are no different than those in other coves on Chatuge Lake. Staff recommends
removal of the McCracken Cove no-wake zone due to lack of necessity.

An application for rulemaking by Clay County was approved in 2021, to adopt a no-wake zone
around the peninsula where Clay County Recreational Park is located. At that time agency staff
asked Clay County if they wished to establish a marked swimming area at the beach within the no-
wake zone and the County declined. Sometime after 2021, however, the County installed ropes
and markers for a swim area there. Law Enforcement staff completed an Assessment Matrix
(Attachment C and Map). The marked swim area meets the standards for a marked swim area
described in 15A NCAC 10F .0301. Staff requests that the marked swim area be codified in the
NCAC to be legally enforceable for the safety of swimmers and to prohibit vessels from entering
the roped swim area.



An Assessment Matrix (Attachment D and Map) was completed to determine whether a swim
beach and no-wake zone at Jack Rabbit Mountain Swim Area should be incorporated into the
NCAC. This longstanding public swim beach and surrounding no-wake zone have been in place
for more than 30 years. While the swim area is not marked according to current standards defined
in 15A NCAC 10F .0301, staff is aware that the area is widely used by the public. A Restricted
Area, where recreational activity and vessel speed are limited, may therefore be incorporated into
the NCAC so that the Jack Rabbit swim area and no-wake zone will be legally enforceable and
provide safety to water recreationists.

Staff recommends that the Commission approve publishing Notice of Text in the NC Register for
adoption of four amendments to 15A NCAC 10F .0308, with an open comment period of at least
60 days and one public hearing, per the Administrative Procedure Act. Upon the close of the open
comment period, the WRC will then consider adoption of the amendments to extend the no-wake
zone at the Ho Hum Campground Boat Ramp, remove the no-wake zone at McCracken Cove,
incorporate into the NCAC a marked Swim Area at the Clay County Recreation Park, and
incorporate into the NCAC a Restricted Area at Jack Rabbit Mountain Swim Area that includes a
swim beach and no-wake zone.

The Wildlife Resources Commission received a formal application and Resolution from Rockingham
County, requesting consideration of rulemaking on Belews Lake at Humphrey’s Ridge Marina and Grill
and at Humphrey’s Ridge Family Campground.

Agency Enforcement has investigated the areas and returned the Assessment Matrix (Attachment A and
Maps). Enforcement noted multiple hazards to boater safety at Humphrey’s Ridge Marina and Grill. The
current no-wake zone within 50 yards of the Humphrey’s Ridge 3-ramp boat launching area is not of
sufficient size to accommodate multiple boats waiting in line to be retrieved during boating season. Traffic
from the Grill at Humphrey’s Ridge creates additional congestion in that area. The long cove east of the
boat ramp is obstructed by partially submerged trees and is unsafe to be navigated at greater than no-wake
speed. The smaller cove which contains private docks leased by Humphrey’s Ridge Marina is shallow,
and not navigable when the water level drops. Enforcement believes that unapproved no-wake buoys that
have been present for more than 20 years may have slowed vessels enough to avoid boating incidents.
Approving a larger no-wake zone will allow for legal enforcement of the busy and hazardous part of the
lake and will mitigate boater safety and navigation hazards.

At the request of Rockingham County, Enforcement staff also evaluated the area within 50 yards of the
shoreline of the Humphrey’s Ridge Family Campground. Enforcement stated that the cove extending
toward the causeway on Oak Level Church Road does not have high levels of boat traffic. Most of the
boats using the campground docks are operated by residents of the campground. Enforcement believes
that vessel speed concerns in and out of the area by the residents should be conveyed by the owners of the
campground without implementation of a designated no-wake zone.

Despite the negative assessment of sufficient hazards to boater safety at the campground, Rockingham
County requested on its application that the Wildlife Resources Commission also consider the proposed
no-wake zone within 50 yards of the shoreline at the campground.

Staff requests that the Commission approve publishing Notice of Text in the NC Register for adoption of
one amendment to 15A NCAC 10F .0316, with an open comment period of at least 60 days and one public
hearing, per the Administrative Procedure Act for a no-wake zone shore to shore, east of a line beginning
at a line from a point on the north shore at 36.27962 N, 80.03507 W to a point on the south shore at
36.27804 N, 80.03565 W, that is west of the public docks at Humphrey’s Ridge Marina and Grill. Upon
the close of the open comment period, the WRC will then consider adoption of the amendment for the no-
wake zone at Humphrey’s Ridge Marina and Grill.

VEarina and Family Campground owner, states that there is high volume of boats
using the marina and the piers at the campground. Also, there are residential piers used by tenants at the
campground, directly beside the other piers that receive high volume of boat traffic. These boats cause
danger of injury to the ssyimmers. Campers also rent the piers to park their boats and swim. The fear is
that the high traffic and excess speed of boats will cause boaters to not see recreationists in the water. She
requests consideration of no-wake zones around the family campground and at the marina area that is
west of the boat ramp. Currently the boat ramp is the only area marked.

Due to the amount of boat traffic in and out of the three-ramp boat launching area, along with traffic
from The Grill at Humprey's Ridge, a larger, more inclusive no wake zone than proposed is necessary on
the marina side. The entire cove on the marina side from 100 yards beyond the last public dock,
extending toward the channel shounld be designated as a no wake zone.

There should not be a designated no wake zone on the campground side at this time. The cove extending
toward the causeway on Oak Level Church Road does not have high levels of boat traffic. Most of the
boats using the campground docks, are residents of the campground. Vessel speed concerns in and out of
this area should be conveyed by the owners of the campground to their customers without the
implementation of a designated no wake zone,

The cove that surrounds Humphrey's Ridge Marina and Grill is about 160 yards wide, By NCAC 10F-
0316, the three boat ramps at Humphrey's Ridge are no-wake zones within 50 yards. The area outside of
that 50 yard no wake zone becomes congested with boats waiting in line to be retrieved. On the weekends,
it is not uncommon to see 5 to 10 boats waiting outside of the 50-yard statutory no-wake zone for their
chance to be taken off the water,

The long cove east of the boat ramps is obstructed by partially submerged trees and should not be
navigated at speed. The smaller cove which contains privately leased docks, operated by Humphreys
Ridge Marina, is shallow and sometimes not navigable when the water level drops. There is not enough
navigable water on the eastern side of the proposed no wake zone to justify safe boat operation at speeds
greater than no-wake speed.

The Middleton’s, with Humphrey’s Ridge, have agreed to purchase the five buoys with the assistance of
WRC for appropriate placement and installation.

The Wildlife Resources Commission received a formal application from the Lake Wylie Marine
Commission on behalf of Charlotte Mecklenburg Fire and Police Department, to establish and
codify into the North Carolina Administrative Code (NCAC) a no-wake zone shore to shore in the
waters of Withers Cove at the location of the Charlotte Mecklenburg Police Department/Fire
Department Boathouse.

Agency Enforcement completed a boater safety assessment matrix for waters of Withers Cove
shore to shore, beginning at a line north of the boathouse, eastward and ending at a point 50 feet
cast of the Route 1116 bridge. (Attachment A Matrix and Map). Enforcement noted multiple
boating safety hazards and hazards to fire and law enforcement activities caused by vessels that
travel in the waters at greater than no-wake speed. The waters surrounding the boathouse are a
diving training facility with diving apparatus. Routine training goes on monthly in the cove. The
Fire Department has large dock, and there are police and fire boats inside the building that launch
from the area. There is a fuel pump located on the left side of the building. First responders on the
lake use the facilities and docks to transport accident victims and drowning victims off the lake.

The Lake Wylie Marine Commission by statute is responsible for the purchase, placement, and
maintenance of all markers associated with the Rule at no expense to the State or local government.
No Fiscal Note is required.

Staff recommends that the Commission approve publishing Notice of Text in the NC Register for
adoption of an amendment to 15A NCAC 10F .0333, with an open comment period of at least 60
days and one public hearing, per the requirements of the Administrative Procedure Act. Upon the
close of the open comment period, the WRC will then consider adoption of the amendment to the
Rule for Lake Wylie at Withers Cove.

The Lake Wylie Marine Commission has requested the review of a No Wake zone near Withers Cove of
Lake Wylie. Withers cove is located near 11930 Shopton Rd W Charlotte NC. The proposed area in
Withers cove goes from before the Charlotte Fire Department fuel dock to the other side of the Shopton
Rd Bridge. This No Wake Zone has been proposed by the Lake Wylie Marine Commission because of the
fire department dock and the dive training that goes on around the dock. The Lake Wylie Marine
Commission says this is an area that the fire department uses to train and is unsafe for boaters to go
through the area faster than no wake speed.

On 11/11/2022 1 patrolled the area to complete a boating safety assessment. Visually, this is a very wide
cove that narrows down under the bridge and then opens back up. The narrowest area in the proposed no
wake zone is 150’ across. The widest point Is approximately 735°. The proposed area is approximately
500’ in length. A vessel travelling at no wake speed will take approximately two minutes to travel through
the proposed No Wake Zone. The proposed No Wake Zone is an extension of the existing wake zone 400’
to the west and north of the bridge. There are currently no public swimming areas, fishing areas, or
boating accesses within the cove. The cove is comprised of private docks. The Charlotte Fire Department
is located on the south west side of the no wake zone. The Fire Department has a large dock that holds
police and fire boats inside. The dock has a fuel pump located on the left side of the building.

The reason that I am recommending this to be a no wake zone is the fact that the dock has a fuel pump
located on it. If boaters were allowed to create a wake in the area it could cause a major issue if someone
was using the fuel pump. The safety hazards include fuel spills and possible fires. The dangers that are
listed by the Lake Wylie Marine Commission were found to be true. This area has no recorded boat
incidents reported. The existing no wake zone underneath the bridge has produced no wake zone
infractions. My conclusion is that the fact that there is a fuel dock is enough to warrant a No Wake Zone.
This conclusion comes after patrolling the area and completing a full review of the proposed No Wake
Zone.

The Wildlife Resources Commission received a formal application from the City of Roxboro,
requesting consideration of rulemaking to codify into the North Carolina Administrative Code a
no-wake zone on Lake Roxboro, a drinking water supply lake near Frogsboro in Person and
Caswell counties. There is an area of the lake in the main channel that has been informally marked
by the City of Roxboro since 2000. The City requests rulemaking to make the no-wake zone legal
and enforceable.

Agency Enforcement has investigated the area and returned the Assessment Matrix (Attachment
A and Map). Hazards to boater safety and navigation were noted, including a narrow channel with
several curves and blind spots in the open part of the lake. Enforcement stated that a no-wake zone
shore to shore in this area will mitigate boater safety hazards in that area.

The City of Roxboro placed markers on the lake years ago and maintains them under a Town
Ordinance. No Fiscal Note is required.

Staff recommends that the Commission approve publishing Notice of Text in the NC Register for
adoption of a Rule, 15A NCAC 10F .0379, with an open comment period of at least 60 days and
one public hearing, per the Administrative Procedure Act. Upon the close of the open comment
period, the WRC will then consider adoption of the Rule for a no-wake zone on Lake Roxboro.

The Wildlife Resources Commission received a formal application and Resolution from the Town
of Hertford in Perquimans County, requesting consideration of rulemaking to extend the no-wake
zone in a portion of the Perquimans River that currently ends 75 yards northeast of the Perquimans
River Bridge, otherwise known as the Hertford S-shaped Bridge. The proposed amendment will
extend the no-wake zone to a point 190 yards northeast of the bridge then eastward and southeast,
to a point on the Town shoreline.

Agency Enforcement has investigated the area and returned the Assessment Matrix (Attachment
A and Map). Several hazards to boater safety, maneuverability, and navigation were noted in the
area northeast of the bridge and along the shoreline. Construction of the new S-shaped Bridge and
movement of the navigation span to the southeast has brought the navigation channel closer to
large shoals that extend approximately 450 feet into the river from the shoreline. Extending the
no-wake zone to include the navigation channel and shoreline will deter vessels from travelling on
plane and will reduce the likelihood of groundings and other boating incidents.

The Town of Hertford has agreed to purchase and place the buoys to mark the extended no-wake
zone. A Fiscal Note was prepared for the Office of State Budget and Management, which reviews
rulemaking that creates fiscal impacts upon local and state units of government. (EXHIBIT P-2)

Staff recommends that the Commission approve publishing Notice of Text in the NC Register for
adoption of an amendment to 15A NCAC 10F .0355, with an open comment period of at least 60
days and one public hearing, per the Administrative Procedure Act. Upon the close of the open
comment period, the WRC will then consider adoption of the amendment to extend the no-wake
zone to the northeast of the S-shaped Bridge and along a portion of the town’s shoreline.

The proposed amendment to 15A NCAC 10F .0355(a)(1)(B) — Perquimans County (APPENDIX 1), will extend a no-wake
zone 190 yards northeast of the Perquimans River Bridge, otherwise known as the Hertford S-Bridge, in the navigation
channel, and to the east and southward to the shoreline of a portion of the Perquimans River in the Town of Hertford. The
current no-wake zone ends 75 yards northeast of the Perquimans River Bridge.

The Town of Hertford applied for rulemaking to mitigate hazards to boater safety. The recent replacement of the Perquimans
River Bridge moved the navigational span of the bridge to the southeast where there are large shoals extending outward
from the shoreline and created maneuverability issues in the very shallow waters outside the narrow navigational channel.
The no-wake zone extension encompasses the navigation channel and limits vessel ability to travel on plane before
approaching the shoal.

State Impact Analysis: The WRC is responsible for maintenance of buoys once installed. It is anticipated that the total
annual cost to maintain the markers will be no more than $200.00 (assuming the chain and anchor are not needed) and only
if a marker is destroyed and must be replaced. Costs to maintain no-wake markers will be covered under existing funds
budgeted for maintenance and upkeep and only upon request.

Local Impact Analysis: The Town of Hertford is responsible for purchase and placement of two additional markers to mark
the extended no-wake zone 190 yards northeast of the bridge at a line from a point in the river at 36.19530 N, 76.46518 W,
eastward to Day Marker 11, and southward back to the town shoreline at 36.19337 N, 76.46367 W. Two technicians’ time to
place two buoys will be $116.00 (4 hours x $29'/hr = $116). Cost for two buoys to be purchased and installed will be $400.00
($200/buoy x2=$400), for a total cost by the Town of Hertford of $516.00.

Private Impact: The rule has minimal private fiscal impact. The regulated community will not incur any direct financial
cost because of this rule, but their behavior will be restricted in that boaters will be required to reduce speeds for a longer
distance in the navigation channel and waters near the shoreline of the Town of Hertford. The reduction in speed has the
potential to improve boating traffic safety and reduce the potential for collisions. Given the increasing safety and navigation
hazards caused by increasing development in this area, these potential benefits are likely to be realized; however, these
benefits could not be quantified.

Substantial Economic Impact: There will be no substantial economic impact to the public.

This rule was amended during the 2020-2021 Annual Cycle to prohibit possession and use of
natural substances containing cervid excretions (excluding substances collected from deer
harvested in NC) for the purposes of taking or attracting wildlife. However, 10 letters of objection
to this change were received by the Rules Review Commission, thus subjecting it to legislative
review. Session Law 2021-176 disapproved the amendments to the rule and provided exceptions
to the prohibition. The Commission is required to adopt these amendments.

Approval Process for Stocking Fish, Freshwater Mussels, Crayfish, and Snails

into North Carolina Waters
December 8, 2022

The stocking of fish, freshwater mussels, crayfish, and snails into suitable habitats is recognized as an important and
necessary management tool to abate species declines, restore aquatic communities, and enhance angling opportunities.
Stocking, in conjunction with habitat improvements, may increase the number of viable populations, thereby keeping
common species common, precluding listing, promoting delisting, and ultimately preventing the extinction of aquatic
species from North Carolina.

This document provides guidelines for the release of fish, freshwater mussels, crayfish, and snails into North Carolina
waters and outlines the required level of approval.

Approach

All stocking of fish and freshwater mussels will be conducted in accordance with species management, conservation,
and/or recovery plans. For any proposed new stocking efforts, staff will document the purpose and approach, and seek
the appropriate level of approval prior to releasing individuals.

Stockings are categorized into three types: Augmentation, Reintroduction, and Introduction, as defined in Table 1. The
species will be characterized based on its status: not state or federally listed; state listed; federally listed, candidate, or
petitioned (Covered by SHA/CCAA); and federally listed, candidate, or petitioned (Not covered by SHA/CCAA) (Table 1).
The level of approval required will be by the Agency, Commission’s Habitat, Nongame, and Endangered Species
Committee (HNGES), or Commission based on a combination of type of stocking and species’ status (Table 2).

This area would encompass the navigational area of the "S" Bridge and limit the boaters ability to get up on plane before the Shoal.  Additionally, to address concerns of the continuation of the Shoal towards Day Marker #9 District Staff would support the placing of Danger Buoys that would alert boaters to the Shoaling and the need to stay within the navigational channel of the river.
