MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 24, 2022 MEETING

Dr. DP Singla, Chief Financial Officer, presented a status report in EXHIBIT B on the Wildlife
Resources Commission General Fund, Capital Improvement Fund, and the Endowment Fund.

ENDOWMENT FUND EXPENDABLE INCOME ALLOCATION — On a motion by
Landon Zimmer and second by Steve Windham, the Commission approved the Calendar Year
2021 Expendable Investment Income Allocation presented by Dr. DP Singla (EXHIBIT C)

SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS

2020 Sport Fish Restoration Award — Lynn Quattro, President-Elect, American Fisheries,
Fisheries Administration Section, presented the 2020 Sport Fish Restoration Award for Research
and Surveys to the Inland Fisheries Division for the project “Characterization of the Population
Genetics and Phylogeography of North Carolina’s Brook Trout.”

2021 Governor’s Award for Excellence — Cameron Ingram, Executive Director, presented the
2021 Governor’s Award of Excellence for Safety and Heroism to Anthony “Tony” Wait,
Conservation Technician, Land and Water Access Division.

2021 Richard Caswell Award — Cameron Ingram presented Gary Dail, Coastal Region
Construction Supervisor, Engineering Services Division, with the Richard Caswell Award for 45
years of public service to the State of North Carolina.

COMMITTEE MEETING REPORTS

Small Game and Wild Turkey Committee Report — April 7, 2022 — Jim Ruffin, Chair, reported
the Small Game and Wild Turkey Committee held a meeting on April 7" to continue discussions
relative to the development of a small game focal area on an existing WRC game land. Piedmont
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Eco-Region Supervisor Chris Dawes gave a comprehensive and informative presentation focused
on the ongoing management of the existing CURE areas on Caswell Game Land. This area presents
an excellent opportunity to establish a small game focal area without significant impacts on other
hunting constituencies. The early successional habitat maintained and developed will lead to
benefits for both game and nongame species. After discussion, the committee unanimously
endorsed moving forward with the plan to intensively manage this section of the Caswell Game
Land to create early successional habitat and develop additional small game-focused hunting
opportunities.

Motion from Small Game and Wild Turkey Committee — On a motion by Jim Ruffin

and second by Steve Windham, the Commission charged Director Ingram to establish a Small
Game Focal Area on Caswell Game Land and implement management plans necessary to create
the high-quality, early successional habitat required for its success.

Committee of the Whole Report — April 7, 2022 — Monty Crump, Chair, reported the Committee
of the Whole met April 7, 2022 and received two presentations on why becoming CWD positive
matters and how we test deer for CWD. Staff presented recommendations for implementing our
CWD Response Plan, beginning with delineation of the Surveillance Zones, the restrictions that
need to be put into place for those zones to slow the spread of the disease, and the regulatory
process for setting those restrictions. The Committee endorsed staff recommendations and asked
to have temporary rules prepared for the April 14™ Commission meeting.

Finance, Audit, and Compliance Committee Report — April 13, 2022 — Landon Zimmer, Chair,
reported the Finance Committee met on April 13, 2022. Internal Auditor Steve Chase presented
four topics: WRC Internal Audit Charter, a Risk Assessment update, the current status of the Civil
Rights review, and the two current investigations. Chief Financial Officer Dr. DP Singla presented
a comparison of current Fiscal Year 22 and previous fiscal year’s FY21 for periods ending
February, showcasing both revenues and expenditures for the General and Capital Improvement
funds. The Committee also reviewed the balances and Asset Allocation of the Endowment Fund as
of February 2022. Staff was tasked to review the endowment fund portfolio as the board inquired
about other investment options, including recommendations for a ratio of equity compared to bonds,
and would like a report out at the next committee meeting. Dr. Singla presented the License Fee
increase proposal based on CPI-U for escalation (Consumer Price Index All Urban Consumers) and
staff was directed to move forward with the rule-making process. Staff was tasked to explore a
marketing campaign before the license fee increase is implemented to let constituents known about
the forthcoming increase. The committee also tasked staff to evaluate where the NCWRC’s licenses
fees compare to surrounding states and see if some license fees are undervalued. This would be
researched, and the information presented at a future Committee-of-the-Whole meeting. Finally,
the committee recommended to Approve the Expendable Income earned by the Endowment Fund
in Calendar Year 2021 as presented in Exhibit C.

Rules Committee Report — April 13, 2022 — Wes Seegars, Chair, reported the Rules Committee
met on April 13, 2022, to review proposed changes to the Endangered, Threatened, and Special
Concern Species lists and review the proposed temporary rules for Chronic Wasting Disease.
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Changes to the listed species will be presented for notice of text at the July Commission meeting.
Proposed temporary rules for CWD were discussed in detail and covered the items addressed in the
CWD Emergency Response Plan. Those five rules will be presented for a vote to notice text on
April 14, 2022.

Land Acquisition and Property Committee Report — April 13, 2022 — Tom Berry, Chair, met
on April 13, 2022. The Committee reviewed and endorsed four Phase I, three Phase II land
acquisition projects, as well as four easement requests. Following the Land Acquisition and
Property Committee meeting, the Tuckertown Partner Recognition Luncheon was held. At the
luncheon, Chairman Berry shared the history of the Alcoa acquisitions, and highlighted the
excellent work by staff and our conservation partners in successfully completing the High and
Tuckertown Acquisitions. The event showcased and celebrated the excellent conservation
partnerships the North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission has in North Carolina. Without
this strong network of conservation-oriented organizations, land acquisitions such as Tuckertown
would not be possible. Chairman Berry noted the direction provided by the Land Strategy Ad hoc
Committee in addressing the need to look for parcels in underserved regions of the State.

Migratory Bird and Waterfowl Committee Report — April 13,2022 — Wes Seegars, Vice Chair,
reported the Migratory Bird and Waterfowl Committee met on April 13, 2022. Migratory bird
coordinator Doug Howell presented the migratory game bird proposed season dates, public
comments regarding the season proposals, and staff recommendations for the seasons. The
Committee asked for a modification to the hooded merganser proposed bag limit and signified our
desire the stay with the 5 total merganser bag limit but only two of which can be hooded
mergansers. The Committee approved all other staff recommendations and are presented for a
vote later in the meeting. Doug gave a very informative presentation about the ongoing multi-state
woodcock research projects, and Brad Howard showed the Commission the final image of the 40™
Anniversary Duck Stamp Print. Painted by Ron Louque, it will make a great final edition for our
NC State Duck Stamp series.

Fisheries Committee Report — April 13, 2022 — John Stone, Chair, reported the Fisheries
Committee met on April 13,2022, Jeremy McCargo, Anadromous Research Coordinator, provided
a thorough summary of the management options and staff recommendations for Amendment 2 to
the NC Estuarine Striped Bass Fisheries Management Plan. The Fisheries Committee concurred
with staff recommendations, and the preferred management options will be presented for full
Commission consideration in Exhibit H. Christian Waters, Inland Fisheries Division Chief,
reviewed the proposed rule text to prohibit fishing from March 1 — May 31 in three sloughs created
for muskellunge spawning on the French Broad River and Mud Creek.

Committee of the Whole Report — April 13,2022 — Monty Crump, Chair, reported the Committee
of the Whole met April 13, 2022. Staff presented rules for adoption and notice of text on inland
fishing regulations, wildlife control technicians, importation of wild animals and birds,
replacement costs of wildlife, fisheries spawning areas, general inland fisheries and wildlife
management rules, and water safety rules. The Committee also received informational exhibits on
no-wake zone establishment on the Atlantic Intercoastal Waterway, the Wildlife Action Plan
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release of Addendum 2, plant species of greatest conservation need, for public comment April 20"
- May 23, and an update on the CWD rule-making process, including a public meeting in
Yadkinville scheduled for May 2.

AGENCY SPOTLIGHT — LAND AND WATER ACCESS — Chris Jordan, WRC’s Game Land
and Forest Resources Manager presented a spotlight on NCWRC’s prescribed fire program which
described the program at the agency’s inception, how effectiveness and acreage have increased,
and current challenges. Afterward, Brady Beck, WRC’s Southern Piedmont Management
Biologist presented a spotlight on NCWRC’s Red-cockaded Woodpecker management.
Populations of this Federally Endangered species have increased on Sandhills, Holly Shelter, and
Alligator River Game Lands over the last 20 years. Population increases can be attributed to use
of artificial cavities and increased use of prescribed fire.

Justin Lewis, Attorney at Ward and Smith P.A., is requesting to modify an existing access
easement on Stag Drive at Holly Shelter Game Land. There is a 60 ft ingress and egress
easement over two game land parcels which provides access to a 56 acre parcel (on map in
orange). Mr. Lewis is requesting the easement be modified to explicitly include the adjacent 48
acre parcel (on map in gray) as well. The two parcels are owned by the same landowner.

Staff do not recommend Commission approval to modify the easement. Stag Dr. is a sand road
that cannot withstand heavy traffic, and most of the maintenance falls to NCWRC staff at this
time.
