Conservationist of The Year Award to Dr. Matthew Godfrey.

COMMITTEE MEETING REPORTS

Boating Safety Committee Report — December 8, 2021 — John Coley, Chair, reported the Boating Safety
Committee met on December 8", 2021. Betsy Haywood, Water Safety Rules Coordinator, explained that
staff accepts applications from local units of government for consideration by the Commission for boating
safety rules. The agency continues to review existing rules to make sure that they are necessary, within the
Commission’s statutory authority, clear and unambiguous, place no undue burden on the regulated public,
and meet the requirements of the Administrative Procedure Act. She also reviewed requests for water
safety rule amendments and technical changes to clarify and correct text, from the agency and local units
of government in six counties — Morrow Mountain State Park in Stanly County; Lake James State Park in
Burke County; City of Greenville in Pitt County; Montgomery County; Lake Wylie Marine Commission;
and Northampton and Warren counties. A new Rule proposal for Halifax County was reviewed. Two
requests for rulemaking were reviewed to repeal the water safety Rule for Warren County on Lake Gaston
and combine those amendments into the Rule for Northampton and Warren counties; and to repeal the
Rule for Henderson County at Lake Summit. Fiscal notes were reviewed for Stanly, Burke, Pitt, and
Halifax counties. The Boating Safety Committee had no objections and recommended adoption of these
Rules and Fiscal Notes at today’s meeting. Ben Meyer, Major of Administration, updated the Committee
about correspondence from the Lake Wylie Marine Commission. The Lake Wylie Marine Commission
requests the Wildlife Resources Commission (WRC) to adopt an amendment requiring no-wake speed
within 50 yards of any boat launching ramp, dock, pier, marina, boat storage structure or boat service area
on Lake Wylie. Chairman Crump tasked staff with preparing a response and noted that such a request
exceeds the authority or necessity for rulemaking by the WRC.

Migratory Birds and Waterfowl Committee Report —December 8, 2021— John Coley, Chair, reported

the Migratory Birds and Waterfowl Committee met on December 8, 2021. The first topic of discussion

involved the North Carolina State Waterfowl Print. Brad Howard, Wildlife Management Division Chief,

briefly discussed the history of the State Waterfowl Print and advised Commissioners that 2022 would be

the 40th year of the print. Staff identified a significant decrease in sales and interest in the stamp and

provided the suggestion that we considered ending the print program with the 40th and final year. The

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Committee agreed and further discussion will be had with regard to the species on the stamp, artist, and
other details. Next, Doug Howell, Migratory Bird Coordinator, gave an update and review of the
Migratory Bird Regulation Process along with an update on several upcoming changes to the duck and
goose seasons during the next cycle, including some changes to the northeast goose zone. With no further
business, the Committee adjourned.

Big Game Committee Report — December 8, 2021 — David Hoyle, Chair, reported the Big Game
Committee met on December 8, 2021. The Committee received presentations from Colleen Olfenbulttel
Black Bear/Furbearer Biologist, Moriah Boggess, Deer Biologist, and Brad Howard, Wildlife
Management Division Chief. Colleen gave the committee an overview of the current bear management
plan and highlighted the many ways in which the Commission has accomplished significant objectives
from our current plan. She then briefly discussed the plans to move forward with the genetic
mark/recapture population estimate in the Coastal Bear Management Unit. The current bear management
plan is up for revision however staff asked that given the very specific and informative data expected from
this population estimation work that we continue to work under the current plan and begin creation of a
new plan once this estimation is complete. Following the presentation, a discussion was had regarding site
specific needs for some areas of high bear density and potential options or programs to address those issues.
A discussion was also had relative to guide/outfitters and the need to examine and address the growing
trends in that service, especially related to bear hunting and potential impacts that might have on the
population and bear hunting opportunities. Brad Howard followed the bear discussion with a brief
discussion about the interest from Graham County with regard to translocating elk into the County. After
reviewing the discussion from 2016 relative to the same topic the Committee indicated that the position
has not changed, and the Commission does not intend to translocate or reintroduce elk in Graham County.
Moriah Boggess the new deer biologist gave a brief update on the disease monitoring efforts of our deer
herds including CWD sampling updates and some information regarding COVID and white-tailed deer.
Finally, Chief Howard gave a quick update of the deer and bear harvest, deer harvest is up statewide and
bear harvest remains relatively stable across all management units and zones. With no further business the
meeting was adjourned.

Land Acquisitions and Property Committee Report — December 8, 2021 —Tom Berry, Chair, reported
the Land Acquisitions and Property Committee met on December 8, 2021. Director Ingram welcomed
Katherine Skinner with The Nature Conservancy to the committee meeting. Katherine highlighted the
long-standing partnership and collaboration between our two groups as well as upcoming opportunities
with the Land and Water Fund. Chairman Berry thanked her for her commitment and her work towards
land conservation and that we look forward to continuing this partnership in the future. The Committee
reviewed and endorsed five Phase | and one Phase Il land acquisition projects and briefly reviewed the
need for an out-of-cycle joint committee meeting in January with the Small Game and Wild Turkey
Committee. The purpose of this meeting will be to discuss the next steps in relation to the Small Game
Focal Area concept. The Committee also discussed the idea for a recognition lunch or gathering in
February with the relevant conservation partners to celebrate the Tuckertown acquisition.

Fisheries Committee Report — December 8, 2021 —John Stone, Chair, reported the Fisheries Committee
met on December 8™, 2021. Christian Waters, Inland Fisheries Division Chief, presented maps showing
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nine proposed changes to boundaries for Inland and Coastal Fishing Waters: 5 changes in the Albemarle
Sound area, 2 changes in the Neuse River area, and 2 changes in the Cape Fear River area. The Committee
voted to endorse the proposed changes and asked staff to identify the associated impacts and to initiate the
preparation of a fiscal note. Next, Christian presented 4 different designs for signs incorporating the recent
statutory change allowing veterans to fish in Mountain Heritage Trout Waters without having a fishing
license. The Committee indicated their preference for the design with a U.S. flag watermark. Doug Besler,
Mountain Region Fishery Supervisor, presented water temperature data collected at 16 sites across western
North Carolina as part of an evaluation of catch and release stocked trout angling opportunities.
Temperature loggers were deployed over the summer in 2020 and 2021, and only 4 of the 16 streams were
considered viable options based on a water temperature threshold of 70°F. Additional management and
production considerations were shared, and it was noted that any expansion of the trout program using
stocked fish will not be possible until the Setzer State Fish Hatchery is renovated. The Committee
expressed interest in continuing to explore a year-round catch and release stocked trout fishery and asked
staff to continue to examine the feasibility of Hiwassee River as a potential site, the additional numbers of
trout needed to stock a year-round catch and release stream or streams, and a list of other locations where
the expanded capacity at our hatcheries could be utilized. Jeremy McCargo, Anadromous Research
Coordinator, provided an update on the NC Estuarine Striped Bass Fishery Management Plan Amendment
2 currently being developed. The plan development team, which includes DMF and WRC staff, is in the
final stages of drafting the Amendment, and the final recommendations of the plan will be shared with the
Committee in early 2022. Jeremy also reviewed management of Striped Bass in the Albemarle Sound-
Roanoke River management areas. Temporary rule has established a daily creel limit of one fish per day
to avoid exceeding the total allowable landings. The 2022 Harvest Season and the 2021 total allowable
landings (TAL) overages will be addressed at subsequent meetings. In addition, stocking juvenile Striped
Bass is under consideration for 2022 to address poor recruitment over the past 4 years.

Committee of the Whole Report — December 8, 2021 — Monty Crump, Chair, reported the Committee of
the Whole Committee met on December 8", 2021. The Committee reviewed proposed adoption of
controlled rabbit hunting preserves rules, readoption of hunting and trapping rules presented by Brad
Howard. Christian Waters presented proposed readoption of general rules for inland fishing. He went
through proposed joint rules and other rules for notice of text that reaffirm the Commission’s authority and
removes confusion that may exist in inland, joint, and coastal waters. Ashley Pekrul, Regulatory Analyst,
briefly went through an introduction of the delineations and joint rules that will be presented in full at the
Rules Committee in February, including the proposed amendment to the replacement costs for wildlife.
NC dam prioritization update presentation was postponed to a later meeting.

AGENCY SPOTLIGHT - GAME LAND MANAGEMENT —Chris Jordan, Game Lands and Forest
Resources Manager presented a spotlight on NCWRC Management of Game Lands. The presentation
covered the specific objectives that govern game land management, current staffing levels, current lands
enrolled in the Game Land Program, aspects of land management, aspects of infrastructure management,
and current efforts to increase hunting opportunities on game lands for sportsmen with disabilities. Brian
McRae, Chief, Land and Water Access Division, then discussed the changes that have occurred over the
past 10 years in relation to land acquisition and infrastructure. Brian indicated that a major reorganization
occurred within the Agency in 2012 to gain effectiveness and efficiency. However, since 2012, the Agency
has acquired 61,710 acres in game lands, opened 22 new boating access areas, 44 new public fishing areas,
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and installed 286 navigational aids. Further, with the increased budget to the Land and Water Fund, it is
highly likely that more lands will be acquired by the Agency in coming years. These are great additions
for wildlife, natural resources, and the citizens of North Carolina. However, these lands and infrastructure
add more responsibly to a staff that has not change significantly since the reorganization in 2012.

COMMENTS FROM THE CHAIRMAN - Chairman Crump announced as of yesterday afternoon the
new Half Price 50+ Lifetime License sales hit one million dollars in revenue, and he explained
Commissioners have received positive feedback from the public about this license opportunity. Crump
expressed his appreciation for all the hard work that contributed to 2021 being a productive year. In closing,
Crump stated “On behalf of the Wildlife Resources Commission he wishes all a Happy Holiday and New
Year.”

COMMENTS FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR - Executive Director Ingram opened his
comments with sharing the sad news of the passing of Professor Thomas J. Kwak. Tom’s work contributed
greatly to our understanding of North Carolina’s fisheries resources, including Catfish ecology, movement
of stocked trout, effects of water quality on fish, and nongame fish and mussel conservation. Next, he
thanked Commissioner Seegars, Lisa Hocutt, and the Communication and Marketing Team for their
collaboration and hard work on the Agency Overview. Commissioner Seegars and the Communication and
Marketing Team spent countless hours updating the existing speaker’s guide, so it can function as a
resource for not only Commissioners but staff as well. In closing, Ingram reemphasized his appreciation
for staff’s dedication and professionalism each and every day supporting the mission of NCWRC.

The Pisgah Creek Tract contains approximately 488 acres. The property is located in Haywood County and is accessed from
Pisgah Creek Road (SR-1888). The property adjoins Pisgah National Forest and is ranked as SAHC's highest priority tier for
protection in its comprehensive land Protection Strategic Plan. The land is within the upper east fork Pigeon River
watershed, an area significant for both terrestrial and freshwater habitats. Pisgah Creek and seven of its tributaries flow on
the property. The tract contains a portion of the Mount Pisgah Natural Heritage Area, rated Exceptional. It is entirely
within the Balsams Pisgah Priority Amphibian Reptile Conservation Area and ranks above-average for climate resiliency (The
Nature Conservancy). It will add to a contiguous swath of high-elevation protected land, and is currently one of the largest
unprotected anchors in the Wildlands Network priority wildlife corridor connecting Mount Pisgah to the Newfound
Mountains, a corridor under particular threat due to its proximity to Asheville's expanding growth. The property is among
the largest privately owned tracts in Haywood County. Important habitat types include high elevation red oak forest
(orchard forest subtype), high elevation red oak forest (stunted woodland subtype), and high elevation red oak forest (typic
herb subtype). NCWRC ownership of the Pisgah Creek Tract will also increase conservation ownership of properties in the
immediate area such as the Pisgah National Forest, SAHC Lands, and various private holdings that are in conservation
ownership or have conservation easements that are located in the vicinity. In a broader sense, NCWRC ownership of the
tract will help ensure ecosystem integrity at the landscape level by increasing connectivity of

lands in conservation ownership. Management objectives will focus on expanding on the management that is currently
being implemented in the area. NCWRC ownership would ensure that critical habitat is conserved. NCWRC receives regular
requests from the public for addition access points in the upper east fork of the Pigeon River/Cruso area, as there are very
few locations the public can legally use to access the existing Pisgah National Forest Game Lands. Acquisition of the tract
would provide a much-needed public access point, also unlocking access to the directly adjacent section of Pisgah National
Forest which currently does not have public access in that area. The only public access to this section of USFS and is
currently from the Blue Ridge Parkway. Public recreational opportunities may include hunting, fishing, hiking, bird
watching, photography, and general nature study. Educational opportunities may exist as priority wildlife habitats are
managed for or maintained. Common wildlife species found on the tract include wild turkey, black bear, white-tailed deer,
gray squirrel, ruffed grouse as well as various songbirds, salamanders, and small mammals. The Pisgah Creek Tract will
make a great addition to the Game Land Program.

It has water frontage on
three sides consisting of approximately 5,200 feet of Lyon Creek on the north side, 6,000 feet of Thoroughfare Creek on the
east side, and 1,500 feet of the Cape Fear River on the south side. It lies across Thoroughfare Creek from the Roan Island
Tract of Cape Fear River Wetlands Game Land. Protection of the Cape Fear DV Tract will expand on adjacent game land
opportunities and help buffer the adjacent Lower Black River Swamp State Natural Area, which is rated as exceptional by
the N.C. Natural Heritage Program.

259 acres of cypress-tupelo swamp received a clear cut timber harvest in the summer of 2005 and have naturally
regenerated since then. There are 23 acres of general bottomland hardwoods that are 80 years old. The remaining 14
acres of mixed hardwood and pine were also cut in 2005.

This tract fits well into the regional conservation work that WRC and partners have conducted for many years in this part of
North Carolina. Acquisition of this property will protect and improve flood resiliency and provide space for future wetland
migration as tidal saline wetlands move from impacts of sea level rise.

WRC biologists have identified 63 Species of Greatest Conservation Need (SGCN) that are very likely to use this property and
would benefit from its protection. Although not SGCN, all the anadromous fish species that occur in the Cape Fear River
Basin (Atlantic Sturgeon, American Shad, Blueback Herring, Striped Bass) utilize the Cape Fear River and Thoroughfare Creek
at this location.

Resources Assessment and Biological Benefits (brief):

The Donnie Snelson Tract contains approximately 66 acres and is located in Madison County adjacent to Sandy Mush Game
Land. The property is accessed from Ramsey Snelson Road . The property is actively farmed and 39 acres of the property is
currently in early successional habitat in the form of pasture. Acquisition of this property is significant as part of the total
management project being carried out in the mountain Eco region. NCWRC ownership of the Donnie Snelson Tract will
increase conservation ownership of properties in the immediate area such as the Sandy Mush Game Land, Pisgah National
Forest, Southern Appalachian Highlands Conservancy Lands, and various private holdings that are in conservation ownership
or have conservation easements that are located in the vicinity. In a broader sense, NCWRC ownership of the tract will help
ensure ecosystem integrity at the landscape level by increasing connectivity of lands in conservation ownership.
Management objectives will focus on expanding on the management that is currently being implemented on Sandy Mush
Game Land. NCWRC ownership would ensure that critical habitats are conserved. Public recreational opportunities may
include hunting, bird watching, wildlife photography, and general nature study. Educational opportunities may exist as
priority wildlife habitats are managed for or maintained. Common wildlife species found on the tract include wild turkey,
white-tailed deer, rabbit and quail, as well as various songbirds, salamanders, and small mammals. More specifically,
acquisition of the property is important for access to the Madison County side of Sandy Mush Game Land. This section of
game land is 160 acres and the only public access is from the Buncombe County side of the game land, from the Cedar Hill
parking area. From the parking area, there is a 1.1 mile hike down a old farm road to the intersection of Sandy Mush Creek
and the French Broad River. From this intersection, there is a walk down a railroad track and across the trussell over Sandy
Mush Creek, which is dangerous and illegal due to trespassing on the tracks. Some game land users have floated across the
French Broad River to gain access. As for NCWRC access, access is currently limited to 2 access points via a gentleman’s
agreement. One is the Donnie Snelson Tract and the other is an adjoining property. Currently, both accesses are limited to
4X4 equipment only. The terrain on the property next to the Donnie Snelson Tract is very steep while the Donnie Snelson
property has a good road system. However, access is limited due to livestock damage to the road. This damage can be easily
fixed if the livestock is removed. These access issues have limited any major habitat work projects. Current projects on the
Madison County side of Sandy Mush includes 7.4 acres of native warm season grass plantings and 2.5 acres of food plots.
There is 23 acres of additional ESH available. The NWSG has been burned while the food plots are currently maintained in
perennial crops. Other projects on this side of the game land include maintaining the following types of nest structures: barn
owl, kestrel, songbird, and wood duck. Wood ducks have also been trapped/banded on this side of the game land. Also,
there are several potential burning blocks up to 130 acres if proper equipment can get to this side of the game land. Itis
important to note that the Madison County side of Sandy Mush does get some hunting pressure with good numbers of deer
and turkey. There are grouse and woodcock on this this side of the game land, however, quail and rabbit seem to be
declining due to limited management options. Another important note regarding access across the Donnie Snelson Tract is
that it will provide access to the Sandy Mush Creek Gorge Natural Area.

15ANCAC 10F .0201 SAFETY EQUIPMENT
(a) All vessels subject to the rules of this Section shall meet the vessel equipment requirements set forth in G.S. 75A-
6(n), 46 CFR 25, and 33 CFR 175. 46 CFR 25 and 33 CFR 175 are incorporated by reference, including subsequent
amendments and editions, and can be found free of charge online at www.ecfr.gov. Notwithstanding the federal
regulations incorporated in this Paragraph, Paragraphs (b) through (g) shall apply to vessels operating in State waters.
To the extent these vessel equipment requirements conflict with the incorporated federal regulations, federal
regulations shall supersede any and all State laws or regulations.
(b) Personal flotation devices (PFDs) shall be required as follows:

(1) No person may operate a vessel unless, for each person on the vessel, at least one Fype--H-erHH

Proposed Amendments to Wildlife Management Rules for 2022-2023 Annual Cycle
Recommended by Agency Staff for Adoption

Migratory Game Birds

1. 15A NCAC 10B .0105

Allows crippled waterfowl to be taken from a motorboat under power in those areas described, delineated,
and designated as Special Sea Duck Areas. Eliminated the habitat enhancement program that established
posted waterfowl management areas by the WRC for Canada Goose and duck restoration. Removes the word
“experimental” from the September teal season zones as the season is no longer experimental, it is
established.

Justification: Brings state rules in concurrence with the current Federal frameworks. The habitat
enhancement program that established posted waterfowl management areas by the Wildlife Resources
Commission for Canada Goose and duck restoration no longer exists.

In addition, Tegus have been noted as a threat to alligator nests where they have become
established in Florida. Since these species are popular in the pet trade and have been observed for sale at
many pet shops and reptile shows across North Carolina it is important to take the necessary precautions to
prevent its introduction and spread into the state. The Argentine Black and White Tegu Lizard is a species
that could survive year round in North Carolina

Justification: The current 4/24 rule provides opportunity for illegal collection, possession, and trade of native
reptiles and amphibians. Modification provides clarity between bonified collection activities and an individual
wanting a native herp as a pet. There has been a growing demand for snapping turtle collection from North
Carolina. Neighboring states have reduced or eliminated their commercial take of snapping turtles pushing

more people into our state. Reducing harvest from per person to per address preserves population numbers.

(@) The daily creel limit for Striped Bass and its hybrids is four fish in the aggregate, except in waters identified in Paragraphs (b), (e),
(P, (9), (h), (i), and (j) of this Rule. The minimum size limit for these fish is 20 inches, except in waters identified in Paragraphs (b), (c),
(d), (e), (), (), (h), (i), and (j) of this Rule. There is no closed season, except for waters identified in Paragraphs (g), (h), (i), (j), and (k)
of this Rule.

(b) Inthe Dan River upstream from its confluence with Bannister River to the dam at Union Street in Danville, VA and in John H. Kerr
Reservoir, the daily creel limit on Striped Bass and its hybrids is two in the aggregate and the minimum size limit is 20 inches from
October 1 through May 31. From June 1 through September 30, the daily creel limit on Striped Bass and its hybrids is four in the
aggregate with no minimum size limit.

(c) In Lake Gaston and Roanoke Rapids Reservoir, the minimum size limit for Striped Bass and its hybrids is 20 inches from October
1 through May 31. There is no minimum size limit for these fish from June 1 through September 30.

(d) In kake-Norman; Hyco Lake, Moss Lake, Mountain Island Reservoir, Oak Hollow Lake, Lake Thom-A-Lex, Lake Townsend, and
Salem Lake the minimum size limit for Striped Bass and its hybrids is 16 inches.

(e) In Lake Chatuge in Clay County, the daily creel limit is 15 in the aggregate. There is no minimum size limit, but only two may be
greater than 22 inches.

(f) In Lake Mattamuskeet, and in the Pee Dee River and its tributaries downstream from the Blewett Falls Dam to the South Carolina
state line, the daily creel limit for Striped Bass and its hybrids is three fish in the aggregate, and the minimum size limit is 18 inches.
(9) In the inland fishing waters of Neuse, Pungo, and Tar Pamlico rivers and their tributaries extending upstream to the first
impoundment of the main course on the river or its tributaries, and in all other inland fishing waters east of Interstate 95 not specified in
Paragraphs (f), (h), (i), and (j) of this Rule, the daily creel limit for Striped Bass and its hybrids is two fish in the aggregate. The minimum
size limit is 26 inches. In these waters, the season for taking and possessing Striped Bass is closed from May 1 through September 30.
(h) In the inland fishing waters of the Cape Fear River and its tributaries downstream of Buckhorn Dam and in the ponds associated
with Martin Marietta Park in Craven County, the season for taking and possessing Striped Bass is closed year-round.

(i) Intheinland and joint fishing waters of the Roanoke River Striped Bass Management Area, as established in 15A NCAC 03R .0201
and identified in 15A NCAC 10C .0110, which includes the Roanoke, Cashie, Middle, and Eastmost rivers and their tributaries, the
open season for taking and possessing Striped Bass and its hybrids is March 1 through April 30 from the joint-coastal fishing waters
boundary at Albemarle Sound upstream to Roanoke Rapids Lake dam. During the open season, the daily creel limit for Striped Bass
and its hybrids is twe one fish in the aggregate, and the minimum size limit i is 18 inches. No fish between 22 mches and 27 inches in
length shall be possessed in the daily creel limit. i

(i) Indesignated inland fishing waters of Roanoke Sound, Croatan Sound, Albemarle Sound, Chowan River, Currituck Sound, Alllgator
River, Scuppernong River, and their tributaries (excluding the Roanoke River and Cashie River and their tributaries), the Striped Bass
fishing season, size limits, and creel limits are the same as those established by rules or proclamations of the Marine Fisheries
Commission in adjacent joint or coastal fishing waters.

(k) In accordance with G.S. 113-292, the Executive Director may, by proclamation, suspend, or extend the hook-and-line season for
Striped Bass in the inland and joint waters of coastal rivers and their tributaries.

2) Safety Zone. On portions of game lands posted as "Safety Zones" hunting is prohibited. No person shall
hunt or discharge a firearm or bow and arrow within, into, or across a posted safety zone on any game
land. Falconry is exempt from this provision.

3) Restricted Firearms Zone. On portions of game lands posted as "Restricted Firearms Zones" the use of
centerfire rifles is prohibited.
4) Restricted Zone. Portions of game lands posted as "Restricted Zones" are closed to all use by the general

public, and entry upon such an area for any purpose is prohibited without first having obtained written
approval of such entry or use from an authorized agent of the Wildlife Resources Commission. Entry
shall be authorized only when such entry will not compromise the primary purpose for establishing the
Restricted Zone and the person or persons requesting entry are able to demonstrate a valid need or such
person is a contractor or agent of the Commission conducting official business. "Valid need" includes
issues of access to private property, scientific investigations, surveys, or other access to conduct activities
in the public interest.

(5) Temporary Restricted Zone. Portions of game lands posted as "Temporary Restricted Zones" are closed
to all use by the general public, and entry upon such an area for any purpose is prohibited without first
having obtained written approval of such entry or use from an authorized agent of the Wildlife Resources
Commission. An area of a game land shall be declared a Temporary Restricted Zone when there is a
danger to the health or welfare of the public.

(6) Scouting-only Zone. On portions of the game lands posted as "Scouting-only Zones" the discharge of
firearms or bow and arrow is prohibited.
(7 Restricted Deer Hunting Zone. On portions of game lands posted as "Restricted Deer Hunting Zones"

the use of dogs for taking deer is prohibited, except as allowed by permit as provided in G.S. 113-264(d).

(8) Day Use Only Zone. On portions of game lands posted as "Day Use Only Zones" the use by the general
public shall be prohibited from sunset to sunrise.

9 Sensitive Habitat Zone. Portions of game lands posted as "Sensitive Habitat Zones" are closed to all use
by the general public during the dates specified on the sign, and entry upon such an area for any purpose
is prohibited without first obtaining written approval of such entry or use from an authorized agent of
the Wildlife Resources Commission by calling 919-707-0150 and requesting a permit.

The Commission shall conduct a public input meeting in the area where the game land is located before establishing the
following zones: archery, restricted firearms, restricted deer hunting, day use only, or sensitive habitat. After the input
meeting, the public comments shall be presented at an official Commission meeting for final determination.

(c) Littering. No person shall deposit any litter, trash, garbage, or other refuse at any place on any game land except in
receptacles provided for disposal of such refuse at designated camping and target-shooting areas. No garbage dumps or
sanitary landfills shall be established on any game land by any person, firm, corporation, county, or municipality, except
as permitted by the landowner.

(d) Use of weapons. No person shall discharge:

(1) any weapon within 150 yards of any game land building or designated game land camping area, except
where posted otherwise;

2) any weapon within 150 yards of any residence located on or adjacent to game lands, except on Butner-
Falls of Neuse and Jordan game lands; and

3) any firearm within 150 yards of any residence located on or adjacent to Butner-Falls of Neuse and Jordan
Game Lands.

No person shall hunt with or have in possession any shotgun shell containing lead or toxic shot while hunting on any posted
waterfowl impoundment on any game land, except shotgun shells containing lead buckshot may be used while deer
hunting. Every individual carrying a concealed handgun shall adhere to the requirements set forth in G.S. 14-415.11, even
if the state issuing the concealed handgun permit is not North Carolina. On Butner-Falls of Neuse, Jordan, Kerr Scott, and
Vance game lands, no person shall possess loaded firearms, ammunition, bows and arrows, crossbows, or other weapons
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except as provided in the Code of Federal Regulations, Title 36, Chapter III, Part 327.13, which is incorporated by
reference, including subsequent amendments and editions, free of charge, at:
http://www.ecfr.gov/cgi-bin/text-idx?SID=75b0c14fb2c26906cf64a267eb69b052 & me=true&node=se36.3.327
113&rgn=div8. On Buckhorn, Chatham, Harris, Hyco, Lee, Mayo, and Sutton Lake game lands; Pee Dee River Game
Land north of U.S. 74; and that portion of R. Wayne Bailey- Caswell Game Land that is located north of U.S. 158 and east
of N.C. 119, no person shall possess a firearm during closed hunting seasons or closed hunting days for game birds or
game animals, except under the following conditions:

(1) the firearm is a .22 caliber pistol with a barrel not greater than seven and one-half inches in length and
shooting only short, long, or long rifle ammunition carried as a side arm;
) the firearm is cased or not immediately available for use;
3) the firearm is used by persons participating in field trials on field trial areas; or
@) the firearm is possessed in designated camping areas for defense of persons and property.
(e) Game Lands License: Hunting and Trapping
(1) Requirement. Except as provided in Subparagraph (4) of this Paragraph, any person entering upon any

game land for the purpose of hunting, trapping, running dogs, or training dogs using wildlife shall have
in his or her possession a game lands license in addition to the appropriate hunting or trapping license,
or a license that conveys the game land use privilege.

2) For Commission-sanctioned field trials, active participants (as defined in 15A NCAC 10B .0114) in a
field trial using wildlife shall possess a game lands license in addition to the appropriate North Carolina
hunting license, or a license that conveys the game land use privilege, except non-residents may
substitute hunting licenses from their state(s) of residence.

3) For any other field trial using wildlife occurring on game lands, judges and active participants shall
possess a game lands license in addition to the appropriate North Carolina hunting license, or a license
that conveys the game land use privilege.

@) Exceptions:

(A) a person under 16 years of age may hunt on game lands on the license of his parent or legal guardian;

(B) on the game lands described in Rule .0103(e)(1) of this Section, the game lands license is required only for hunting
doves; all other activities are subject to the control of the landowners.

(f) Field Trials and Training Dogs. Any individual or organization sponsoring a field trial on the Sandhills Field Trial area
shall file with the Commission an application to use the area and facility accompanied by the facility use fee computed at
the rate of two hundred dollars ($200.00) for each scheduled day of the trial. The total facility use fee shall cover the period
from 12:00 noon of the day preceding the first scheduled day of the trial to 10:00 a.m. of the day following the last
scheduled day of the trial. The facility use fee shall be paid for all intermediate days on which for any reason trials are not
run but the building or facilities are used or occupied. A fee of seventy-five dollars ($75.00) per day shall be charged to
sporting, educational, or scouting groups for scheduled events utilizing the club house only. No person or group of persons
or any other entity shall enter or use in any manner any of the physical facilities located on the Sandhills Field Trial area
or the Laurinburg Fox Trial facility without first having obtained written approval of such entry or use from an authorized
agent of the Wildlife Resources Commission, and no such entry or use of any such facility shall exceed the scope of or
continue beyond the approved use. The Sandhills Field Trial facilities shall be used only for field trials scheduled with the
approval of the Wildlife Resources Commission. No more than 16 days of field trials may be scheduled for occurrence on
the Sandhills facilities during any calendar month, and no more than four days may be scheduled during any calendar
week; provided, that a field trial requiring more than four days may be scheduled during one week upon reduction of the
maximum number of days allowable during some other week so that the monthly maximum of 16 days is not exceeded.
Before October 1 of each year, the North Carolina Field Trial Association or other organization desiring use of the Sandhills
facilities between October 22 and November 18 and between December 3 and March 31 shall submit its proposed schedule
of such use to the Wildlife Resources Commission for its consideration and approval. The use of the Sandhills Field Trial
facilities at any time by individuals for training dogs is prohibited; elsewhere on the Sandhills Game Lands dogs may be
trained only on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Saturdays from October 1 through April 1. Dogs may not be trained or
permitted to run unleashed from April 1 through August 15 on any game land located west of I-95, except when
participating in field trials sanctioned by the Wildlife Resources Commission. Dogs may not be trained or permitted to run
unleashed from March 15 through June 15 on any game land located east of I-95, except when participating in field trials
sanctioned by the Wildlife Resources Commission. Additionally, on game lands located west of I-95 where special hunts
are scheduled for sportsmen participating in the Disabled Sportsman Program, dogs may not be trained or allowed to run
unleashed during legal big game hunting hours on the dates of the special hunts. A field trial shall be authorized when such
field trial does not conflict with other planned activities on the Game Land or field trial facilities, and the applying
organization can demonstrate their experience and expertise in conducting genuine field trial activities. Entry to physical
facilities, other than by field trial organizations under permit, shall be granted when they do not conflict with other planned
activities previously approved by the Commission and they do not conflict with the mission of the agency.

(g) Trapping. Subject to the restrictions contained in 15A NCAC 10B .0110, .0302, and .0303, trapping of furbearing
animals, armadillos, coyotes, and groundhogs is permitted on game lands during the applicable open trapping seasons
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established by rule. Foxes can be trapped on game lands from November 1 through the end of February in any county with
an open fox trapping season that falls between November 1 and the end of February. Foxes may not be taken by trapping
on game lands in counties with a closed fox trapping season or during any fox trapping season that occurs outside the dates
of November 1 through the end of February. Additionally, fox trapping is allowed on game lands in Clay, Graham,
Henderson, Macon, and Tyrrell counties with a daily bag limit of two and a season bag limit of 10 from the first to the
fourth Saturday in January. Trapping is prohibited:
(1) on the J Robert Gordon Field Trial Area of Sandhills Game Land;
) in posted "safety zones" located on any game land;
3) by the use of bait on the National Forest Lands bounded by the Blue Ridge Parkway on the south, US
276 on the north and east, and NC 215 on the west; and
4 on-theJohn's River Waterfowl Refuse inBurke County;
(5) (4) on the DuPont State Forest Game Lands; and
(6) (5) from April 1 though October 31.
At each trap, trappers may use a single bait site of grain, fruit, or other foods when trapping if the food is not a processed
food product as defined in G.S.113-294(r), is less than 3 cubic inches and is covered to prevent it from being seen from
above. Feathers, including those with attached skin or entire bird wings, hair with or without skin or hide, and bones that
include no attached meat, organs, or viscera do not need to be covered.
(h) Vehicular Traffic. No person shall drive a motorized vehicle on any game land except on those roads constructed,
maintained, and opened for vehicular travel and those trails posted for vehicular travel, unless such person:
1 is driving in the vehicle gallery of a scheduled bird dog field trial held on the Sandhills Game Land; or
2) is a disabled sportsman as defined in Paragraph (k) of this Rule or holds a Disabled Access Program
Permit as described in Paragraph (m) of this Rule and is abiding by the rules described in Paragraph (m).
(1) Camping.
1 No person shall camp on any game land except on an area designated by the landowner for camping.
2) On game lands owned by the State of North Carolina, where the North Carolina Wildlife Resources
Commission is the primary custodian, the maximum period of consecutive overnight camping at any
designated camping area is 14 days within any 30-day period from May 1 through August 3431,
unless otherwise specified in Rules of this Subchapter. After 14 consecutive days of camping, all
personal belongings shall be removed from the game land.
(j) Swimming. Swimming is prohibited in the lakes located on the Sandhills Game Land.
(k) Disabled Sportsman Program. In order to qualify for permit hunts for disabled sportsmen offered by the Commission
and use of designated blinds during those hunts, an individual shall possess a Disabled Veteran Sportsman license, a Totally
Disabled Sportsman license, or a disabled sportsman hunt certification issued by the Commission. In order to qualify for
the certification, the applicant shall provide medical certification of one or more of the following disabilities:

€] missing 50 percent or more of one or more limbs, whether by amputation or natural causes;

2) paralysis of one or more limbs;

3) dysfunction of one or more limbs rendering the person unable to perform the task of grasping and lifting
with the hands and arms or unable to walk without mechanical assistance, other than a cane;

4 disease, injury, or defect confining the person to a wheelchair, walker, or crutches; or

5) deafness.
On game lands where the privileges described in Paragraph (m) of this Rule apply, participants in the program may operate
electric wheel chairs, all terrain vehicles, or other passenger vehicles:

€] on ungated or open-gated roads normally closed to vehicular traffic; and

2) on any Commission-maintained road open for vehicular travel and those trails posted for vehicular travel.
Each program participant may be accompanied by one companion provided such companion has in his possession the
companion card issued by the Commission. Hunters who qualify under the Disabled Sportsman Program and their
companions may access special hunting blinds for people with disabilities during regularly scheduled, non-permit hunting
days on a first come basis, except for those blinds located on the Restricted Area of Caswell Game Land.
() Release of Animals and Fish. It is unlawful to release pen-raised animals or birds, wild animals or birds, domesticated
animals, except hunting dogs and raptors where otherwise permitted for hunting or training purposes, or feral animals, or
hatchery-raised fish on game lands without prior written authorization. It is unlawful to move wild fish from one stream
to another on game lands without prior written authorization. Written authorization shall be given when release of such
animals is determined by a Wildlife Resources Commission biologist not to be harmful to native wildlife in the area and
such releases are in the public interest or advance the programs and goals of the Wildlife Resources Commission.
(m) Non-Highway Licensed Vehicles. It is unlawful to operate motorized land vehicles not licensed for highway use on
Game Lands except for designated areas on National Forests. Disabled persons as defined in Paragraph (k) of this Rule
and people who have obtained a Disabled Access Program permit are exempt from the previous sentence but shall comply
with the terms of their permit. Furthermore, disabled persons, as defined under the federal Americans with Disabilities Act
(42 U.S.C. 126) may use wheelchairs or other mobility devices designed for indoor pedestrian use on any area where foot
travel is allowed.
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(n) Disabled Access Program. Permits issued under this program shall be based upon medical evidence submitted by the
person verifying that a handicap exists that limits physical mobility to the extent that normal utilization of the game lands
is not possible without vehicular assistance. Persons meeting this requirement may operate electric wheel chairs, all terrain
vehicles, and other passenger vehicles on any Commission-maintained road open for vehicular travel and those trails posted
for vehicular travel and ungated or open-gated roads otherwise closed to vehicular traffic on game lands owned by the
Wildlife Resources Commission and on game lands whose owners have agreed to such use. Those game lands, or parts
thereof, where this Paragraph applies are designated online, at www.ncwildlife.org. This Paragraph does not permit
vehicular access on fields, openings, roads, paths, or trails planted for wildlife food or cover. One companion, who is
identified by a companion card issued to each qualified disabled person, may accompany a disabled person to provide
assistance, provided the companion is at all times in visual or verbal contact with the disabled person. The companion may
participate in all lawful activities while assisting a disabled person, provided license requirements are met. Any vehicle
used by a qualified disabled person for access to game lands under this provision shall display the vehicular access permit
issued by the Wildlife Resources Commission in the passenger area of the vehicle where it can easily be seen by
Commission staff outside the vehicle. It is unlawful for anyone other than disabled persons as defined in Paragraph (k) of
this Rule and those holding a Disabled Access Permit to hunt, during waterfowl season, within 100 yards of a waterfowl
blind designated by the Wildlife Resources Commission as a Disabled Sportsman's hunting blind.

(o) Public nudity. Public nudity, including nude sunbathing, is prohibited on any game land, including land or water. For
the purposes of this Section, "public nudity" means a person's intentional failure to cover with a fully opaque covering the
person's genitals, pubic area, anal area, or female breasts below a point from the top of the areola while in a public place.
(p) Shooting Ranges. On public shooting ranges managed by the Commission, no person shall use designated shooting
ranges for any purpose other than for firearm or bow and arrow marksmanship, development of shooting skills, or for other
safe uses of firearms and archery equipment. All other uses, including camping, building fires, operating concessions or
other activities not directly involved with recreational or competitive shooting are prohibited, except for activities that
have been approved by the Commission and for which a permit has been issued may be conducted, provided that the permit
authorizing such activity is available for inspection by wildlife enforcement officers at the time the activity is taking place.
No person, when using any shooting range, shall deposit any debris or refuse on the grounds of the range. This includes
any items used as targets, except that clay targets broken on the range, by the shooter, may be left on the grounds where
they fall. No person shall shoot any items made of glass on the grounds of the range. No person may leave any vehicle or
other obstruction in such a location or position that it will prevent, impede, or inconvenience the use by other persons of
any shooting range. No person shall leave parked any vehicle or other object at any place on the shooting range other than
such a place or zone as is designated as an authorized parking zone and posted or marked as such. No person shall handle
any firearms or bow and arrow on a shooting range in a careless or reckless manner. No person shall intentionally shoot
into any target holder, post, or other permanent fixture or structure while using a shooting range. No person shall shoot a
firearm in a manner that would cause any rifled or smoothbore projectiles to travel off of the range, except that shotgun
shot, size No. 4 or smaller may be allowed to travel from the range if it presents no risk of harm or injury to any person(s).
Persons using a shooting range shall obey posted range safety rules and those persons who violate range safety rules or
create a public safety hazard shall leave the shooting range if directed to by law enforcement officers or to leave by
Commission employees. No person shall handle any firearms on a shooting range while under the influence of an impairing
substance. The consumption of alcohol or alcoholic beverages on a shooting range is prohibited. Open days and hours of
operation shall be designated on signs and at least one such sign shall be posted at the entrance to each shooting range. No
person, when using any shooting range, shall do any act that is prohibited or neglect to do any act that is required by signs
or markings placed on such area under authority of this Rule for the purpose of regulating the use of the area.

(q) Limited-access Roads. During the months of June, July, and August, roads posted as "Limited-access Roads" are open
to motorized vehicles from 5:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. only. These roads shall be posted with the opening and closing times.
(r) No person shall attempt to obscure the sex or age of any bird or animal taken by severing the head or any other part
thereof, or possess any bird or animal that has been so mutilated.

(s) Baiting. Except as provided in paragraph (g) of this Rule, no person shall place, or cause to be placed on any game
land, salt, grain, fruit, or other foods without prior written authorization from an agent of the Commission. Written
authorization may be provided for Commission authorized projects or Commission contractors to meet specific objectives.
Except as authorized by rule, no person shall take or attempt to take any wild birds or wild animals attracted to such foods.
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15A NCAC 10D .0229 GOOSE CREEK GAME LAND IN BEAUFORT AND PAMLICO COUNTIES
(a) Seven Days per Week Area

(b) Deer of either sex may be taken all the open days of the applicable Deer With Visible

Antlers Season.

(c) Except as provided in Part (D) of this Subparagraph, waterfowl in posted

waterfowl impoundments shall be taken only on the following days:

[0} the opening and closing days of the applicable waterfowl seasons;
2) Thanksgiving, Christmas, New Year's, and Martin Luther King, Jr. Days; and
3) Tuesdays and Saturdays of the applicable waterfowl seasons.

(d) Beginning on the first open waterfowl season day in October through the end of all

waterfowl seasons, waterfowl hunting is by permit only on the following waterfowl

impoundments: Pamlico Point, Campbell Creek, Hunting Creek, Spring Creek, Smith

Creek, and Hobucken.

(e) On Spring Creek, Pamlico Point and Campbell Creek Waterfowl Impoundments all activities, except
waterfowl hunting on designated waterfowl hunting days and trapping during the trapping season, are
restricted to the posted Scouting-only Zone during the period November 1 through March 15.

(f) Camping is restricted to September 1 through the last day of February and March 31

through May14 in areas both designated and posted as camping areas.

(g) Hunting and vehicular access on the Parker Farm Tract is restricted from September 1

through January 1 and April 1 through May 15 to individuals that possess a valid
huntingopportunity permit.

(h) Pursuing or chasing deer or bear with dogs for the purposes of training or hunting is prohibited on the
Beaufort County portion north of NC 33 except for that portion east of Smith Creek and south of

CampbellCreek.
(i) Bear shall not be harvested on Sunday.

15A NCAC 10E .0104 USE OF AREAS REGULATED
(a) No person shall leave any vehicle, boat trailer or other obstruction on any public fishing or boating access area in such
a location, position or condition that prevents or impedes the use by other persons of any ramp or other facility constructed
for the purpose of launching or landing boats or fishing.
(b) No person shall park a vehicle, boat, boat trailer, or other object at a public fishing or boating access area unless
parking in a designated parking zone. Public fishing or boating access areas and facilities remain available for use when
designated parking zones are at capacity. When designated parking zones are at capacity, any person may enter and use
the areas or facilities, provided other arrangements for parking are made that do not violate this Rule or the regulations of
this Subchapter, if applicable. No person shall operate a vehicle at a public fishing or boating access area in a manner that
endangers life, limb, or property.
(c) No person shall possess a loaded firearm on any public fishing or boating access area, except that a handgun may be
carried by an individual with a valid concealed handgun permit. The individual carrying a handgun must adhere to the
requirements set forth in North Carolina G.S. 14-415.11, even if the state issuing the concealed handgun permit is not
North Carolina. The permission to carry a handgun does not apply to access areas on the following game lands:

(1) Bladen Lakes State Forest

(2) Buckhorn

(3) Butner-Falls of Neuse

(4) Chatham

(5) DuPont State Forest

(6) Harris

(7) Hyco

(8) Jordan

(9) Kerr Scott

(10) Lee

(11) Mayo

(12) Pee Dee River north of U.S 74

(13) Sutton Lake

(14) Vance

(15) the portion of R. Wayne Bailey-Caswell that is located north of U.S. 158 and east of N.C. 119
(d) No person, when using any public fishing or boating access area, shall deposit debris or refuse anywhere on the grounds
of the area. No person, when using any public fishing or boating access area, shall do any act that is prohibited or neglect
to do any act that is required by signs or markings placed on such area under authority of this Rule for the purpose of
regulating the use of the area.
(e) No person shall operate a motorboat in the public waters of North Carolina within 50 yards of a Commission-owned
or managed boat launching ramp at greater than "no wake" speed. For the purpose of this Rule, "no wake" speed means
idling speed or a slow speed creating no appreciable wake.
(f) Except where facilities are previded; provided or permits are issued, it is unlawful to use any boating access area for
purposes other than the launching and retrieving of vessels beats and parking vehicles and-beat with vessel trailers. All
other uses, including swimming, skiing, camping, building fires, operating concessions or other activities not directly
involved with launching and retrieving of vessels beats are prohibited, except those activities aetivities;ineladingfish

welgh—}ns— for wh1ch the Commlss1on has 1ssued a per}t permlt h&s—been—}ssaed—lm-yhb&eeﬂdaeted—pfeﬂded—that—the

(g) Unless otherwise Exeept—w%er%ﬁaeﬁMes—a%&pmwéeeLand—appm%edaﬁes—afe posted it is unlawful to use any pubhc

ﬁshlng area for purposes other than ﬁshlng

(h) Itis unlawful to feed or release animals or b1rds domesticated an1mals and feral an1mals on public fishing or boating
access areas without prior written authorization of the Wildlife Resources Commission. Written authorization will only be
granted to persons acting on behalf of the Commission, to persons conducting scientific investigations or surveys, and for
release of rehabilitated wildlife. Written authorization will not be granted for any feeding or release that is inimical to the
conservation of native wildlife resources. For the purpose of enforcing this Paragraph, "domesticated animals" does not
include pets under the control of the owner and raptors or hunting dogs where otherwise permitted for hunting or training
purposes.

(i) The use of gasoline powered motors on Ethridge Pond Public Fishing Area and Newbold Pond Public Fishing Area in
Edgecombe County is prohibited.

15A NCAC 10D .0240 JORDAN GAME LAND IN CHATHAM, DURHAM, ORANGE, AND WAKE COUNTIES

(a) Six Days per Week Area

(b) Deer of either sex may be taken on all the open days of the applicable Deer With Visible Antlers
Season.

(c) Waterfowl may be taken only on:

(1 Mondays, Wednesdays, and Saturdays of the applicable waterfowl seasons;
2 Thanksgiving, Christmas, and New Year's Days; and
3) the opening and closing days of the applicable waterfowl seasons.

(d) Horseback riding, including all equine species, is prohibited except allowed only on those areas posted as
American Tobacco Trail and other areas posted for equestrian use. Unless otherwise posted, horseback riding
is permitted on posted portions of the American Tobacco Trail anytime the trail is open for use. On all other trails
posted for equestrian use, horseback riding is allowed seven days per week from May 16 through August 31,
and on Sundays only from September 1 through Mayl5. People age 16 or older shall obtain a Game Lands
license prior to engaging in horseback riding on any area other than the American Tobacco Trail.

(e) Target shooting is prohibited.

(f) Wild turkey hunting is by permit only, except on those areas posted as an Archery Zone.

(g) The use of bicycles is restricted to designated areas, except that this restriction does not apply to hunters
engagedin the act of hunting during the open days of the applicable seasons for game birds and game animals.
(h) Camping and the presence of campers and tents in designated Hunter Camping Areas are limited to
September 1 through the last day of February and March 31 through May 14.

Recommended by Agency Staff for Adoption

15A NCAC 10H .1402

Clarifies that nine-banded armadillos cannot be rehabilitated, and upland game bird eggs rehabilitation is
prohibited.

Justification: Nine-banded armadillos are a non-native species to North Carolina and prohibiting their
rehabilitation puts them in line with other non-native species that are prohibited to be rehabilitated.
Rehabilitation of eggs is not considered appropriate as chicks hatched in captivity will likely become
imprinted to humans making them challenging to release back into the wild.

15A NCAC 10H .1402 Captivity License and Rehabilitation (page 2-4)

15A NCAC 10A .1601

Makes collection licenses, captivity licenses, dealer licenses, possession permits, exportation or importation
permits, trophy wildlife sale permits, endangered species permits, and field trial permits non-refundable.
Adds Controlled Hunting Preserve Rabbit Operator License and Wildlife Control Technician Certification
for $25 each.

Justification: License and permits fees help defer the cost of processing application and conducting license
and permit inspections. It is important the Commission retain these fees regardless of circumstances which
may include denial of an application, or failure of the applicant to complete the application process.
Legislation was passed at the General Assembly in September of 2021 adding the Controlled Hunting
Preserve Operator License for rabbits and Wildlife Control Technician Certification for $25 each.

(d) North Carolina licensed veterinarians providing medical care to sick, injured, or crippled wild animals or wild birds are not
required to have a license for rehabilitation from the Commission. North Carolina licensed veterinarians without a captivity license
for rehabilitation may hold wild animals or wild birds until the animal is medically stable. Once medically stable, the wild animal
or wild bird shall be transferred to an individual possessing a captivity license for rehabilitation with the appropriate category for
the given species. Licensed veterinarians rehabilitating wild animals or wild birds shall have a valid captivity license for
rehabilitation.

All rehabilitated wild animals and wild birds shall be released as soon as the animal can be expected to survive
in the wild or has attained full recovery from illness or injury, as determined by the rehabilitator or a North
Carolina licensed veterinarian.

Wild animals and wild birds may remain in a rehabilitation facility for no longer than 180 days. If a longer
rehabilitation period is needed, the license holder shall notify the Commission in writing. The Commission shall
consider extended rehabilitation on a case-by-case basis by evaluation, which may include the nature of the
animal's condition and recommended treatment plan.

Wild animals and wild birds shall not be released on property owned by another unless the rehabilitator has
written permission dated within the last 12 months from the landowner.

To become licensed to rehabilitate white-tailed deer
fawns, an individual shall meet all the requirements of the captivity license for rehabilitation.

No white-tailed deer fawn shall be possessed until the applicant has constructed or acquired an enclosure for
keeping fawn that complies with the standards set forth in Paragraph (g) of this Rule, and the facility has been
verified by a representative of the Commission.

Any white-tailed deer fawn held for more than 48 hours shall be permanently tagged using only Commission-
provided tags.

Immunization Practices of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention at www.CDC.gov for any
rehabilitator, staff member or volunteer, who may come in contact with rabies species. Proof of
immunization to demonstrate that the vaccine was administered shall be provided upon the request of
the Commission or authorized representative and shall be kept at the license holder's facility;

Except as otherwise specified in this Section, rabies species shall not be removed from their containment except

for treatment, release, maintenance of the enclosure, or euthanasia.

Rehabilitated rabies species must be released in either the county where they were rehabilitated or the county

where they were found.

All rabies species shall be considered potentially infected with the rabies virus. If any human or domestic animal

has been scratched, bitten, or exposed to saliva, the fluid that surrounds the brain and spinal cord, or brain and

spinal cord material from any rabies species, the license holder shall contact the local Health Department

immediately to report the incident. The local Health Department may require euthanasia of the animal and

submission of the brain for rabies testing. Rehabilitators shall abide by all requests made by authorized public

health department personnel, animal control, or Commission personnel regarding disposition of the animal. No

rabies species that has scratched or bitten a human or domestic animal or dies in captivity can be released or

disposed of until the local Health Department investigates the situation to determine if testing is necessary.

Records of all rabies species rehabilitation shall be maintained on a form, as described in Rule .1406 of this

Section, and submitted to the Commission within 15 days of expiration of the license or prior to the request for

reissuance of the license.
